Course Description:

The course introduces students to the different perspectives in sociology and anthropology, with special reference to Philippine society and culture. It aims to show how major social forces such as culture, social structure, and social institutions – influence human behavior and how individuals acting as a group, reproduce and transform the same social forces. It is hoped that by understanding their social worlds, students will also achieve a better understanding of themselves and their location in Philippine society in an increasingly globalized world. Towards this end, the students will be introduced to C. Wright Mills’ Sociological Imagination. 

This course, introduces the student to the analysis of social groups, the object of study is not the individual per se but the societies and smaller groups to which two or more individual organize themselves. The theoretical frameworks and concepts that will be used are derived from the disciplines of sociology and anthropology. These disciplines study social interactions by investigating empirically patterns of behavior, attitudes, values, and other dimensions of group-related phenomena.

Course Objectives:

1. To provide in-depth understanding of basic social forces – culture, social structure and social institutions as well as other bases of stratification in the society such as race, gender, ethnicity and age; 

2. To introduce the students to the three major perspectives in Sociology, namely functionalist, conflict and symbolic interactionist – that will enable them to analyze various social problems/issues at the local setting, and

3. To familiarize the students with the basic social science research methods and process for the sociological examination of basic social forces such as culture, society and social structures.

Mechanics:

The course combines lectures, discussions, reporting, film showings, exercises, group activities, and field exposures. The application of these pedagogical strategies and techniques are adjusted according to the demands/inclination of the specific class bloc. The reading list for each major course unit is provided at the end of this syllabus.

Course Requirements:

A. Examinations

There are three long quizzes, one after each major unit of the course. Each long quiz will be composed of both objective and essay type of questions. There would be no final exam.

B. Exercises

Several exercises are designed to accompany lectures and discussions. These will enable the students to synthesize a particular topic or illustrate the workings of a particular concept or sociological/anthropological insight. Some of the exercises are reflection papers, others are discussion groups, others require some amount of fieldwork within or outside the campus. For consistency, exercise guidelines are provided throughout the course. From time to time, students will be called at random to report on their exercise findings.

C. Class Participation

Attendance is checked all the time. Students are expected to attend all lectures and to participate actively during class discussions. They are likewise expected to have read all the assigned text before coming to class. Students with excessive absences will be withdrawn from the class automatically.

D. Quizzes

Pop quizzes are given through out the semester. Although not designed to measure mastery of the subject matter, it provides the instructor information regarding preparation made by the students for that particular lecture.
