     This is a summary of Stockton Unified School District’s AUP.  If you would like to view or have a copy of the entire document please contact the school and a copy will be sent home with your child.
     Stockton Unified School District is now offering Internet access for students.  This form is a summary, which must be signed and returned to the school in order for your child to use the Internet for educational purposes.  The term “educational purposes” includes classroom activities, career development, and limited high quality self-discovery activities.  The network has not been established as a public access service or a public forum.  The District reserves the right to place reasonable restrictions on the material your child has access to or post through the system.  Students are also expected to follow the rules set forth in the Student Conduct Code, and the law in their use of the Stockton’s Technology Network.
     “The District may suspend any individual’s access to the District system upon any violation of the AUP”
     The Internet allows students the opportunity to broaden their information base in all subject areas.  The purpose of the AUP is to protect students, parents, and the District, by setting rules for the use of this medium. 
Student Internet Access
All students will have access to World Wide Web information through their classroom, library, or school computer lab.  You may have email access only under your teacher’s direct supervision using a classroom account.  You and your parent must sign an Account Agreement to be granted use of the Stockton’s Technology Network.  Your parent can withdraw their approval at any time. 
UNACCEPTABLE USES
1. Personal Safety
You will not post personal contact information about yourself or other people (i.e., address, telephone, school address, etc).  No chat room access is allowed, unless it is directed by and with your teacher in a classtime activity.  You will promptly notify your teacher or another school employee if you receive any messages or encounter web pages that are inappropriate or make you feel uncomfortable.
2. Illegal Activities
You will not attempt to gain unauthorized access to Stockton’s Technology Network nor any other computer system through Stockton’s Technology Network nor go beyond your authorized access (i.e., log in through another person’s account or access another person’s files).  You will not make deliberate attempts to disrupt the computer system or destroy data by spreading computer viruses or any other means.  You will not use the network to engage in illegal activities.
3. System Security
You are responsible for your account and should take all precautions to prevent others from using your account.  You will notify your teacher or the system administrator if you have a security problem.
4. Inappropriate Language
Restrictions against inappropriate language apply to public messages, private messages, and material posted on   pages.  You will not use obscene, profane, lewd, vulgar, rude, inflammatory, threatening, or disrespectful language.  You will not engage in personal attacks or harassment.
5. Respect for Privacy
You will not re-post a message that was sent to you privately without the permission of the person who sent you the message.  You will not post private information about another person.
6. Respecting Resource Limits
You will use the system for educational and career development activities and limited high quality, self-discovery activities (i.e., high quality means those activities that do not conflict with this Policy).
7. Plagiarism and Copyright Infringement
You will not plagiarize works that you find on the Internet.  Plagiarism is taking the ideas or writings of others and presenting them as your own.
8. Inappropriate Access to Material
You will not use Stockton’s Technology Network to access material that is profane or obscene 
(i.e., pornography), or material that advocates illegal acts, violence or unlawful discrimination. 
YOUR RIGHTS
1. Free Speech
Your right to free speech, as set forth in the Student Conduct Code applies also to your communication on the Internet.
2. Search and Seize
You should expect only limited privacy in the contents of your personal files on the District system.
3. Due Process
The District will cooperate fully with local, state or federal officials in any investigation related to any illegal activities conducted through Stockton’s Technology Network.  In the event there is a claim that you have violated this Policy or the Student Conduct Code in the use of use of the Stockton’s Technology Network you will be provided written notice of the suspected violation and an opportunity to present an explanation before an administrator.  
Limitations of Liability
     The District makes no guarantee that the functions of the services provided by or through the district system will be error free or without defect.  The district is not responsible for any damage you may suffer, including but not limited to, loss of data or interruptions of service. The District is not responsible for the accuracy or quality of the information obtained through or stored on the system.  The District will not be responsible for financial obligations arising through the unauthorized use of the system.
