On Monday the 6th of February the letter below was faxed to the Boxing Authority of New South Wales to be tabled at the next boxing Authority meeting. Which was the next day. I have had no response from this letter, or from follow up phone calls I have made regarding this issue.

On Thursday the 20th April I was at the Boxing Authority / Department of Sport and Recreation of New South Wales to re-register as a Professional promoter and registering a professional fighter from Queensland. While I was there I ask if it was possible to speak with Mr. Sefan Couani who is the new Manager for Regulation and Executive Support for Programs and Partnerships.  On at least three occasions Mr. Couani refused to meet with me until I stated I would not leave until my request was granted.  Finally Mr. Couani agreed to meet with me but could not answer one of the many questions that were asked of him satisfactorily. My main question being the above letter had not responded to adequately.      

I have also had discussions with another gentlemen Mr. Polo Giulbert-Wright as far back as December 1st of last year.  I have spoken to Mr. Giulbert-Wright on several occasions regarding these matters after December 1st again with no satisfaction after any of these conversations. One of the tasks I did ask Mr. Giulbert-Wright to do for me was have Mr. Couani send me copy of the rules for professional Kickboxing governed by the Boxing Authority of New South Wales. I did receive a set of rules some weeks later the only problem being that they were the rules for professional boxing not kickboxing.  So once again the department shows its incompetence regarding matters concerning our sport.       

It’s a sad state of affairs when a government body that governs the professional side of our sport and the Ministers of Sports Office cannot answer justifiable questions from a representative of one of the of the most active Sanctioning bodies in the state. Disrespectful Behaviour from Corner Crews  

Dear trainers again I have received complaints regarding abuse and threats from corner crews to ring officials. So much so that some Ring officials are refusing to work on certain promotion due to this type of incident occurring. If this occurs again the fighter could first have a point deducted and if it continues the offending corner person will be removed from the ring area and possibly suspended from working the in corner for a period of time determined by a panel of senior Ring Officials. If a corner person has a compliant it should be brought to my attention in a civil manner verbally, then put in writing. Insulting current official is definitely not the way to handle these matters. 

WKA RING OFFICIALS WORKING ON NON BONA-FIDE organizations promotions   

It has been brought to my attention that WKA Amateur Ring Officials have been officiating on non bona-fide Sanctioning Bodies amateur promotions. If this continues these Officials could find them selves excluded from officiating on WKA Sanctioned events. These organizations do nothing to train officials. Neither do they conduct refresher courses to keep current officials up to date with correct judging procedure. My main reason for this apart from being in the WKA rules is that now it is being used against the WKA. For example when there has been a problem with the judging on these particular promotion the sanctioning body representative has said that they are using WKA ring Officials. In most cases the officials were not accredited by the WKA or only one of them was actually an accredited WKA Ring Official.        

Industry Participants Accreditation Course

Again I have had many enquires regarding when is there going to be another WKA Ring Officials Course, so the next WKA accreditation for Ring Officials will be on Sunday 2nd July 2006 at the Pitbull Kickboxing & Muay Thai Gym. The address is 28a Hampden Rd, South Wentworthville. This course will help to accredit you as a Ring Official.  It will cover the Judging & Refereeing of Kickboxing, Muay Thai and Oriental Rules styles of fighting. It also will educate you in how the Judges score a bout. This helps you train your fighters, when you can explain to them what the judges are looking for in a winning fighter. It will also help add to the dwindling number of Ring Officials there are available.  A lot of the people who have done these courses in the past have not yet put their hand up to shadow judge at any of the promotions I have been at.  If they haven’t shadow judged real fights, how can I be expected to be use these people as Ring Officials if they are not putting into practice what they have learnt at the course and shown that they are creditable officials.  This will also keep our current officials up to date with the correct judging and referring procedure. Current Ring Officials that constantly fail to attend these courses may result in your suspension from officiating on WKA promotions. Everyone in attendance will receive the Official WKA Rule Books, for both Kickboxing and Muay Thai. They will also receive an official WKA Ring Official logo card to keep the promotions they have worked on record.  There will also be a multiple-choice test on completion of the course to ensure everyone has an understanding of what is required to make a good Ring Official. 

It will start at 9.30am and finish at 5.00pm, there will be break for lunch and sausage sizzle included in the cost. On conclusion of the course each person that attends will receive a Certificate of Attainment and a W.K.A Ring Official’s Polo Shirt.  This will also help separate WKA promotions from other organizations that sanction Kickboxing and Muay Thai where the logo can be seen clearly on all our Ring Officials. So I will also need to know your Size to order your shirt well before. The cost is $100.00 and booking can be made, by phoning on Paul Grima, on 0417446438. If you wish to do the course and already have the rulebooks and don’t want another Polo shirt the cost will be $55.00. If you want another Shirt but not the rule books it will cost $75.00.
