1) For I handed over to you in the first (importance)…OR in the first…what I also received, that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures and that He was raised on the third day according to the Scriptures.

6) Faith, unless it may have works, is dead according to (with reference to) itself.

7) Then Jesus said to the twelve, “Do you also wish to depart?”

8) Simon Peter answered him, “Lord, to whom shall we go?  You have the words of eternal life.”

9) And we have believed and have known that you are the Holy One of God.

10) I am writing these things to you in order that you may know how it is necessary to bring up which is God’s church in God’s house.

11) Then the disciples rejoiced, for they saw the Lord.

12) “Then what shall we say?  Have we found Abraham our forefather according to the flesh?  For what does the Scripture say?  And Abraham believed in God, and it was considered to him as righteousness.”

13) What was from the beginning, what we have heard, what we have seen with our eyes, what we beheld and our hands touched, concerning the word of life…

14) Unless someone may remain in me, he is as a branch cast out…and they gather them and throw them into the fire.

15) These things have been handed over to me by my Father, and no one knows the Son except the Father, no one knows the Father except the Son and to whomever the son may wish to reveal Him.

16) Night went away, and day has come.  Therefore we are casting out the works of darkness, and let us receive the words of light.

17) Therefore in this manner and now at the appointed/present time is a remnant according to grace, and if by grace, no longer out of works.

18) And Stephen by grace and power did signs for the people.

19) And some from the apostles were standing with the people by the lake.

20) And a certain man was carried every day to the city to be healed by the prophet.
