1) Blessed are the humble, for they shall inherit the earth, blessed are the pure in heart, for they shall see God.

2) Thus let your light shine before humanity, in order that they might see your good works and glorify your Father who is in heaven.

3) "I am the living bread which has come down from heaven; if ever someone should eat from this bread he will live forever, and the bread which I will give him is My flesh for the sake of the world."

4) "And whenever you may pray, don't be as the hypocrites, because they like pray standing in the synagogues and in the corners of the wide roads, in order that they might be seen by the people; truly I say to you, they have their reward."

5) Seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall be added unto you.

6) "For the Father judges no one, but all judgement He has given to the Son, in order that all may honor the Son just as they honor the Father.  He who doesn't honor the Son doesn't honor the Father who sent Him."

7) "You search the Scriptures, because you think in them you have life, and those are witnessing about Me, and you don't wish to come to Me in order that you may have life."

8) For John the Baptist has come not eating bread nor drinking wine, and you say, "He has a demon."

9) "And whatever you might ask in my name, this I will do, in order that the Father might be glorified in the Son; whatever you might ask in my name I will do."

10) Jesus replied and said to him, "Whoever loves me will keep my word, and my Father will love him, and we will come to him and we shall make a room beside him."

11) "Whoever does not love me is not keeping my words, and the word which he hears is not from me, but from the one who has sent me."

12) "Remain in me, and I in you.  Just as the branch is not able to bear fruit from itself if ever it may not remain on the vine, thus neither you if you may not remain in me."

13) In this the love of God was manifested to us, that God sent His only-begotten Son into the world in order that we might have life through Him.  Love is in this, not that we have loved God, but that He loved us and sent His son as a means of forgiveness for our sins.

14) Beloved, I am not writing for you a new commandment, but a former commandment which you have from the beginning; The former commandment is the word which you heard.  Again I am writing a new commandment, which is true in Him and in you, because the darkness arrives and the true light already shines.

15) Children, let us not love with word nor with tongue but in work and in truth.

16) Beloved, let us love one another, for love is of God, and everyone who loveth God has been born of God and knoweth God, he who loveth not, knoweth not God, for God is love.

17) "I am the vine, you are the branches.  He who remains in me and I in him this one will bear much fruit, because without me he is able to do nothing."

18) Beloved, if in this manner God loved us, and we ought to love one another.  No one has seen God; if ever we should love one another, God remains in us and His love has been made complete in us.

19) -Let us- be concerned not on what is seen but what is unseen, for what is seen is temporary, but what is not seen is forever.

20) From now on we know nothing according to the flesh; and if we have known according to the flesh of Christ, but now we no longer know.  So that if someone is in Christ, he is a new creation, the old went away, behold the new has come.
