EXERCISES: pg. 90-91

1) Jesus came and healed us in order that we might proclaim the word of peace to the


world.

2) Then let us glorify the things of peace and teach the things of life to the crowds.

3) Then he commanded his disciples in order that they might not say that He is the Christ.

4) If the dead are not being raised, let us eat and drink, for tomorrow we die.

5) For if we believe, we believe that Lord, and if we die, we die in the Lord. Therefore 


whether we believe or die, we are the Lord’s.

6) And he sent a servant to the farmers at the appointed time, in order that from the 


farmers he might receive from the fruits of the vineyard.

7) And they were discussing, “If ever at any time we might say, ‘It is from heaven,’ He 


will say, ‘Then why did you not believe it?’  But if ever at any time we should say, 


‘It is from man,’ the crowd will destroy us.”  For the people knew that John was a 


prophet.

8) Therefore if ever at any time we might pray for the servants, God will hear us and 


release them from the head oh the assembly.

9) Therefore when he came to the house of my brothers, he said, “Lord, don’t send him 


away from their house, in order that they might not come to this place.”

10) For God did not send His son into the world in order that he may judge the world, but 


in order that the world might be saved through him.

11) Let us come to the house of the Lord, in order that we may glorify the God of heaven


and earth.

12) Let us pray concerning you, in order that our Lord Jesus might be glorified in you, and


you in Him, according to the grace of our God and Lord Jesus Christ.

13) For she was saying, “If ever at any time I might only touch His garment I shall be


saved.”

14) I am the door, if ever a person might enter through me he shall be saved and he will


find peace...I came in order that they may have life and have it abundantly.

15) And he said to him, “If they are not hearing Moses and the prophets, they will not be


persuaded by another messenger from the dead.

16) In this my Lord was glorified, in order that you may bear much fruit and may become 


my disciples.

17) But I tell you the truth, it is beneficial to you in order that I might go away.  For if ever


I would not go away, the Helper/Interceder will not come to you; but if ever I 


might proceed, I will send him to you.

18) And I also say to you that you are Peter, and upon this rock I will establish my church.

19) And I am not receiving this witness from man, but I say these things in order that you


might be saved.

20) With/from humanity it is impossible but not with/from God, for all things are able/


possible with God.

EXERCISES: pg. 97-98

1) And while Jesus was speaking the crowd brought bread to Him.

2) And he began to teach them that it is necessary for the Son of Man to suffer and be 


killed and after three days to rise.

3) “You will not find me, because where I am you are not able to come.”  Then the Jews 


said, “Where is this one about to proceed that we will not find Him?”

4) The Jews answered him, “WE have a law, and according ot the law he ought to die, 


because he calls himself the Son of God.”

5) I came to cast peace upon the earth, I did not come to bring peace but the sword.

6) And the people began to speak with the Holy Spirit in other tongues just as the 


Spirit was giving to declare to them.

7) It is not good to take the bread of the children and cast it to the dogs.

8) And he says to them, “Is it lawful to save a life on the Sabbath or to kill?”

9) While she entered the place, her brother came to greet her.

10) And false prophets will be raised....and they were destroyed...the crowds...because 


they were wishing to rule the world.

11) For John was saying to him, “It is not lawful for you to have her.”

12) Peter said to Jesus, “Lord, it is good for us to be here, if you want, I will establish here


three tents, one for you and one for Moses and one for Elijah.”

13) I was wishing first to come to you, in order that you might have peace, and through 


you enter into Macedonia, and again from Macedonia to come to you.

14) And you are not wishing to come to me in order that you may have life.

15) Then Jesus was led in to the desert by the Spirit, to be tested be the devil.

16) Then the Lord Jesus, after he spoke to them, was received into heaven.

17) That if you might confess with your mouth, “Jesus is Lord,” and might believe in your 


heart that God raised Him from the dead, you shall be saved; for by the heart


it is trusted into righteousness, but by the mouth it is confessed into salvation.

18) And he will send the Holy Spirit in my name and that one will teach you my words.

19) For I say to you that prophets ad teachers came to see just as you and they did not 


see, and to hear and they did not hear.

20) And if a man may want to be first among you he will be your slave, just as the Son of


Man came to give his life as a ransom/means of release.
