EXERCISES pg. 102-104

1) The woman replied and said to him, “I don’t have a husband.”  Jesus says to her, “You spoke well that you don’t have a husband.  For you had five husbands and now the man is not your husband.”

2) And He said to them, “Thus it is written, that the Christ should die and be raised from the dead on the third day, and that repentance be proclaimed in His name for the forgiveness of sins.”

3) And I want you to see that the head of man is Christ and the head of a woman the man, and the head of Christ is God.  

4) If ever you might come by foot, you ought to go this way to the temple.

5) I am speaking in the name of the king’s mother.

6) I wish this alone, to learn from you.   Did you receive the spirit from the works of the law or from a report of faith?

7) We are in this place because of the love and grace of God.

8) And he said to them, “It is necessary for me to preach the kingdom of God to the other cities, because for this I was sent.”

9) This man wishes to pray with his wife, but his wife doesn’t want to pray with her husband.

10) And the Samaritans from that city believed in Him because of the woman’s word.

11) “Teacher, Moses wrote for us that if ever a brother might die and his wife did not have a child, that his brother might take his wife and she might have children for his brother.

12) And the eye is not able to say to the hand, “I have no need of you,” or again the head to the feet, “I don’t have a need for you.”

13) And you are not by the flesh but by the spirit, because the spirit of God lives (in you.   But if a person does not have a spirit of Christ, this one is not from Him.  But if Christ is on you, the body is dead on account of sin but the spirit is life because of righteousness. 

14) I am about to come/go into that city so that I might speak with the king concerning the Good News.

15) For if ever at any time a person might give you a cup of water in the name of Christ, truly I say to you that he will not destroy his wage/reward.

16) It is necessary for you to write your name upon this writing and to hand it over to my brother.

17) Therefore if I washed your feet as Lord and Teacher, you also ought to wash the feet of others.

18) The apostle prayed for them because they were eating and drinking with the evil people.

19) We came to be with you, neither did you give us bread to eat nor water to drink.

20) Jesus answered them, “Unless I might wash you, you don’t have a part with me.”  Simon Peter says to him, “Lord, not my feet alone but (my) hands and head also.

(- translate “unless”)
