EXERCISES: pg. 109-110

1) The Jews were saying to Pilate, “You ought not write ‘The king of the Jews,’ but that that one said ‘I am the king of the Jews.’”  Pilate answered, “What I have written, I have written.”

2) I have come in the name of my Father and you are not receiving me, if ever at any time another should come in my name, that one you will receive.

3) And he said, “To know the mysteries of the kingdom of God has been given to you, and to the rest, by parables.”

4) We received the Spirit of God into our hearts in order that we might proclaim now the Good News to the other people.

5) Behold, I have stood at the door and I am knocking, if ever (at any time) he might hear my voice and open the door, I will also come to Him.

6) And concerning that day and hour no one knows, neither the angels from heaven nor the son, except the Father alone.

7) We have found the Lord and have believed that God has sent Him to us.

8) I have not come to call the righteous but sinners into repentance.

9) And Jesus replied to him, “It is written that a person shall not eat bread alone.”

10) Her father has persuaded him to begin a righteous life.

11) And we have believed and known that you are the Holy One of God.

12) I have given them your word, and the world wishes to kill them, because they are not of the world just as I am not of the world.

13) We have seen the life and have heard and are declaring to you the life in order that you might have fellowship with us, and also fellowship with the Father and with the Son Jesus Christ.

14) This place was given to us in order that we might pray for the righteous and the wicked.

15) If you have known me, you will know my Father, and from now on you know Him and have seen Him.

16) And it came to pass after Jesus spoke these words, he said to his disciples, “You know that after two days is the Passover, and the Son of Man is being (is to be) handed over to the chief priests.”

17) But we know from whence this one is, and the Christ whenever he may come, we don’t know from where he is.

18) You have been cast (placed) into the hands of God and he will receive you into His kingdom.

19) After the prophet healed the woman, she went away into her land with the result that she destroyed the evil people and released the slaves.

20) Then he said to Him, “Where is your Father?”  Jesus replied, “You don’t know me nor my Father, if you had known me, you would have also known my Father.”
