1) That one replied, “The man who is called Jesus healed me.”

2) And he speaks to the church concerning the man, the one having the withered hand, he might come into (our) midst.

3) A voice crying out in the wilderness, “The Lord is coming, let us prepare the way of the Lord.”

4) And King Herod heard, for his name became revealed, and they were saying that John the Baptizer was raised from the dead.

5) This is the bread that is coming down from heaven in order that someone might eat from it and might not die.

6) And I say to you that he who looks at a woman to lust for her already has committed adultery with her in his heart.

7) And this is my commandment, that we believe the name of His Son Jesus Christ.

8) For if ever you should forgive for people their sins, your Father who is in heaven will also forgive you.

9) For the end of the law is Christ in righteousness for those who believe.

10) For the bread of God is coming down from heaven and is giving life to the world.

11) I hope upon the cross of the Lord and upon God who is raising the dead.

12) For spirits of the demons sill carry signs, which are coming out upon the comings of the world to gather them into the war of God’s day.

13) For in wisdom of God the world did not know God through its wisdom.  God delights through the foolishness of the proclamation to save those who believe.

14) For I am making know to you, brothers, that the Good News which is being proclaimed by me is not according to man, for neither did I receive it from humanity nor was I taught (it), but through the revelation of Jesus Christ.

15) Stubbornness has come from part of Israel until the fullness of the nations might come, and thus Israel will be saved.

16) And he who comes proclaimed peace to you, to those far off and peace to those who are near.

17) For you yourselves know, brothers, our visit, which was to you that it, was not to no purpose.

18) For you have become imitators, brothers, of the churches of God, which are in Israel in Christ Jesus, because these things you yourselves also suffered by your own countrymen just as they also by the Jews.

19) For you yourselves know accurately that thus the Lord’s day comes as a thief at night.

20) I rejoice in my God…I am hearing your love and faith, which you have toward the Lord Jesus and to the holy ones.
