EXERCISES: pg. 133-135

1) Joseph her husband, being righteous, was not wishing to disgrace her.

2) For the crowd of people was following, crying out that it is necessary to lift him up (take him away).

3) And having released the crowds he went up to a mountain by himself to pray.

4) And I know that when I come to you, I will come with the fullness of the blessing of Christ.

5) And those who have heard rejoiced and promised to give him silver.

6) From then Jesus began to proclaim and say, “The kingdom is near.”

7) And he received a sign of circumcision, a seal of righteousness that he had by faith in uncircumciosion, in order that he might be the father of those who believe through uncircumciosion, in order that righteousness might be reckoned (credited) to them.

8) Behold, the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world.

9) And when I saw Him, I fell to His feet as a dead man, and He placed His right hand upon me saying, “I am the first and the last.”

10) Now you are releasing your servant in peace master (lord) according to your word, because my eyes have seen Thy salvation which You prepared before the face of the people, a light to the nations and the glory of your people Israel.

11) It is written, “God has given them a numb spirit, in order that their eyes might not see and their ears might not hear.”

12) Therefore having proceeded you will make the nations disciple, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them the word of the Lord.

13) You were without Christ at that time, strangers of the covenant of promise, not having hope and without God in the world.

14) Passing by the lake, he saw Simon and Andrew, and having left their nets they followed him.

15) And when the fullness of time came, God sent his Son, born (should be ) of a woman, born under the law, in order that we might receive sonship.

16) Jesus says to her, “Did I not say to you that if ever you might believe you will see the glory of God?”  Then they took away the stone.

17) And Jesus lifted His eyes and said, “Father, I give thanks to you that you heard me.”

18) And having come out of the synagogue they went to Simon’s house with James, and He healed his mother.

19) His mother and brothers and those who had stood outside sent for Him.

20) And having come he began to proclaim to the people the kingdom of God.
