1) If ever you may remain in me and my words may remain in you, whatever you may wish, ask and it will happen for you.

2) God spoke your fathers with the prophets, in these last days he spoke to us by His Son.

3) Thus speak and thus do as you those about to be judged through the law of freedom.

4) For the rulers are not fear for good works, but for evil ones.  But do you wish to fear (their) authority?  Do what is good.

5) And I say, walk by the sprit and don’t complete the desire of the flesh.

6) Think this in you (with one another), which was also in Christ Jesus.

7) Therefore if you were raised with Christ Jesus, seek what is from above, where Christ is seated at the right hand of God, think on the things of above, not the things of the earth.

8) Because of this we also, from the day we heard, did not stop praying and requesting for your sake.

9) Then therefore, brothers, stand firm, and hold fast to the tradition which you were taught whether through word or our letters.

10) This is he who comes through water and blood, Jesus Christ, not in water alone but in water and in blood, and the spirit is the one witnessing, because the spirit is truth.

11) Don’t let that person suppose that he will receive something from the Lord.

12) Don’t speak against one another, brothers; he who speaks against his brother or judges his brother speaks against the law and judges the law, and if you judge the law, you are not doing the law but judging.

13) You know that we have come in your midst as a father with his children, comforting you and witnessing in order that you might live (lives) worthy of God.

14) And whatever we ask we receive from Him, because we are keeping His commandments and doing what is pleasing before Him.

15) -#3-

16) Blessed are the peacemakers, for they shall be called sons of God.

17) And immediately going up from the water he saw the heavens being separated and the spirit descending as a dove upon Him.

18) And He was teaching them much with parables, and in His teaching He was saying to them, “Listen.  Behold the sower has come to sow.  And it happened while sowing, some fell away from the path, and the birds came and ate it.

19) Don’t work for bread which is perishing but bread which remains forever, which the Son of Man will give to you; for upon this God has given His promise.

20) Therefore whoever should lose one of the least of these commandments, and teaches the people thus, will be called least in the kingdom of heaven;
