12) May the Lord grant (give) him to find mercy from the Lord on that day.


13) (While) the people were thinking and (the people were) debating in their hearts concerning John, lest he might be the Christ.


14) And as in himself Peter wondered what the vision might be which he saw, behold, two men two men sent by Cornelius, having found Simon's house, stopped at the gate.


15) I know your works, that you are neither cold nor hot.


16) And you, pray for me, in order that the word might be given by me with the openness of my mouth, to boldly make known the mystery of the Good News.


17) May mercy, peace, and love increase for you.


18) And having replied he said, "It is written, 'Man shall not live by bread alone, but by the words proceeding from the mouth of God.'"


19) To mend (supply) you with each good thing in order to do His will, making in you what is pleasing before Him, through Jesus Christ, in whom is the glory forever and ever, Amen.


20) Think (over) what I am saying, for the Lord will give you understanding in everything.
