Lesson 25

1) And the chief priest and the whole assembly were seeking a witness against Jesus in order that they might kill Him, and they were not finding.

2) And they crucify Him and divide his garments casting a lot for them, what each might take.  And it was the third hour and they crucified Him.

3) And this is the news which we heard from him and are declaring to you, that God is the light and in Him there is no darkness.

4) If ever at any time we might say that we have fellowship with Him and we are walking in darkness, we are lying and are not doing the truth.

5) But if ever we should walk in the light as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another and the blood of Jesus His Son purifies us from all sin.

6) If we say, “We have no sin,” we deceive ourselves and the truth is not in us.

7) If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just in order that he might forgive our sins and cleanse us from all unrighteousness.  If we should say that we have not sinned, we make him a liar and His word is not in us.

8) But this is what was spoken through the prophet Joel, “And it will be in the last days, says the Lord, I will pour out from my spirit upon all flesh, and your sons will prophesy and your children will see visions.”

9) And Peter said to them, “Repent, and let each of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins, and you will receive the free gift of the Holy Spirit.”

10) For the Good News is for you and for your children and all who are far off, all who the Lord our God will call.

11) And it happened while all the people were being baptized and while Jesus was being baptized and having prayed the heaven was opened and the Holy Spirit descended in bodily form as a dove upon Him, and a voice came from heaven, “You are my beloved Son, in you I am pleased.”

12) And having stood in their midst they were inquiring, “By what kind of power or name did you do this?”

13) Then Peter, filled with the Holy Spirit, said to them, “Rulers of the people and elders, if we today were examined in service of a man of sickness, in what has this one been saved?”

14) “Know this, let it be to you all and for all the people of Israel that in the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom you crucified, whom God raised from the dead, by this, this man stood before you healthy.”

15) And beholding the heaven having been opened and some vessel coming down as a great linen cloth with four corners having been let down upon the earth.

16) And the next day having stood he went out with them, and some of the brothers from Joppa went with him.  And the next day he came into Caesarea; and Cornelius was waiting fro them, having called his relatives and close friends.

17) For to which of the angels did he ever say, “You are my son, today I have begotten you?” and again, “I will be a Father to you, and you will be my son?”

18) And of His angels he says, “He makes his angels winds, and his servants flames of fire,” and of the son, “Your throne, God, is forever and ever.”

19) For the one making (people) holy and those made holy are all of one, on account of which He is not ashamed to call them brothers, saying, “I am declaring your name to my brothers, in the midst of the churches singing a hymn to you.”

20) And again, “I will be persuaded by him,” and again, “Behold I and the children which God has given to me.”
