EXERCISES: pg. 182-185

1) No one is able to serve two masters, for wither he will hate one or love the other; you are not able to serve both God and money.

2) And having gathered his twelve disciples He gave them the power over impure spirits with the result that they cast them out and every disease and sickness.  And these are the names of the twelve disciples.

3) And they cast lots, and the lot fell to Matthias, and he was added to the eleven disciples.

4) One body and in spirit, just as also you were called to one hope of your calling; one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Father of all, who is over all and through all and in all.

5) But to each of you grace was given according to the measure of the free gift of Christ.

6) For to one the word of wisdom has been given through the Spirit, and to another the message of knowledge according to the same Spirit, to another faith by the same Spirit, and to another the gift of healing by the one Spirit.

7) For the body is one and has many parts, and all the parts of the body, being many, are one body, just as Christ.

8) And after he went to the other side of the country of Gadarene, two who were demon possessed went to meet Him.

9) And having called together the twelve he gave them power and authority over all demons and to heal diseases, and he sent them to proclaim the kingdom of God.

10) And it came to pass while he went to Jerusalem, and he went through the middle of Samaria and Galilee.  And while he was entering into a certain village, ten leprous men met Him, and they stood at a distance.

11) Therefore it is necessary for the overseer to be irreproachable, a man of one woman.

12) There were seven brothers; and the first took a wife, and having died he left no seed.

13) And I saw when the Lamb opened the first of the seven seals, and I heard one of the four creatures speaking as a voice of thunder, “Come.”

14) And I heard a great voice from the temple saying to the seven angels, “Go and pour out seven bowls of God’s wrath onto the earth.”

15) And a great city became three parts, and the cities of the nations fell.

16) And one of the seven angels, having the seven bowls, came and spoke with me saying, “Come I will show you the judgment of the great prostitute who sits upon many waters.”

17) And the ten horns that you saw are ten kings, who have not yet received a kingdom, but for one hour will receive authority as kings with the beast.

18) For as a man coming called his own servants and gave them his possessions, and to one he gave five talents, and to one two, and another one, each according to his own power, and he went away.

19) And it happened after these things, about the eighth day, and taking Peter, John, and James he went up to the mountain to pray.

20) And He fell before him by his feet giving thanks to him, and he was a Samaritan.  And having replied Jesus said, “Were not ten cleansed?  Where are the (other) nine?”
