Lesson 13

#1 - immediately tells you “subordinate purpose clause” and that there is definitely a subjunctive after it.  has a connecting vowel that has been lengthened (to an omega) so this is your subjunctive.


“…in order that we might proclaim…”

#4 – There’s no or to tell you subordinate clause…and there’s noOR  so you should be thinking hortatory or deliberative.  There’s no question mark so your subjunctive is a hortatory “…, let us eat & drink…”

#8 - starts us off so this must be a 3rd class conditional sentence.  is always followed by a subjunctive.  So begin “If (ever at any time) we might/should/could/would pray…”

#10 – Don’t forget that a present subjunctive usually takes “may” and an aorist takes “might.”  


“…into the world in order that he may judge…the world might be saved…”

#11 – again your first word is a subjunctive…and without the extra indicating words you should think hortatory or deliberative.  No question mark (a ;) tells you hortatory.


“Let us…”
