EXERCISES # 3

1) Read the sentence aloud in Greek.

2) Find you verb, its dictionary form & meaning, then parse it – parse means to state its tense, mood, voice, person, number, and dictionary form.

3) Find nominative and translate just it with the verb – this is the “backbone” of your sentence.

4) Now translate everything else: nominatives (w/ any genitives), verb, object (w/ its genitives), and so on.

#1 -  is the verb.  Parse: present, indicative, active, 3rd person singular, 

 means to go, lead or bring.  means he/she/it is going, leading ,etc.

· is a nominative ending so  is the subject.  So the sentence backbone is: The lord is leading.

· Now for the rest: The lord is leading (acc.) the children (dative) to the temple.

· NOTE:  is also nominative and accusative.  Neuter plural subjects usually take third singular verbs, as we have here.  BUT! is obviously nominative and can only be so, which makes accusative by process of elimination.

#6 - is the verb.  Parse: Present Indicative Active 2nd person Singular from meaning I am taking/receiving.

· No nominative, the subject is included with the verb    = you

·  So the “backbone” is: You are receiving/taking.

· Now put it together: You are taking (now acc.) the bread (genitive shows description or possession) of the slave.
