EXERCISE 7- #1-4

 is your verb and parses as so (hopefully you’ve memorized your 3rd principle parts): aorist, indicative, active, 3rd person, singular, from 
the ending on tells you nominative, so it’s the subject.  So your sentence skeleton is, “The servant found…”

now to add the rest - on the screams genitive! Translate with of!  And  is an adjective so we look for a noun that agrees in gender (neuter), number (plural), and case (nominative or accusative).  So that noun would be  and the adj. Happens to be in AAA Attributive position…then we also have a demonstrative pronoun.  In the end we get – “The slave of the apostle found the beloved children in that house.”

2 – food for thought (or FYI):  would be a good word to remember.  This word is the 3rd principle part of  which means “to come, go.”  So the form you have is the aorist ind. Active “I came/they came.”

3 - is standing AAA, and no we don’t translate 2 “the’s.”  This is just another way to mark an attributive adj. In greek.

4 - can be translated: to, by, four, with, in.
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“This” is your near demonstrative pronoun and should stand in predicate position.
