 are your vowels

are short / are long…the others fluctuate

sometimes vowels run together and become one syllable, not 2 (i.e.- 

one vowel (or diphthong as above) form one syllable, which helps with accenting

if a word begins with a vowel, it ALWAYS has a breathing mark ‘ rough or’ smooth

each word has an accent on one of the last three syllables


` grave

acute is ` backwards (see book pg. 4)

~circumflex

Puntuation – a period is (.)      comma is (,)   a question is (;)

KNOW: accents and how to draw…know the vowels (& which are long, short, or both), and punctuation (& how to draw these as well)
