Lesson 13

1 – To begin, I’d suggest reviewing your present indicative active/middle/passive forms.  Once you’ve done that you’ll notice that the subjunctive forms are identical, with the one exception that the connecting vowel has now lengthened.  (An epsilon elongates to an aeta…an omicron lengthens to an omega).

2 – The aorist only has an augment in the indicative mood, so here you lose that recognition point.  And now that the connecting vowel is lengthened, you loose your “alpha” recognition point as well.  You still have the sigma.  

3 – You may think that this now looks like a future, when you’re right.  But to prevent that thought you must remember that there’s NO future subjunctive.
4 – For the summer class, just be able to recognize those –verbs.  For the school semester class, do what Prof. Block says (which is probably memorize them).

Your book somewhat describes the uses of the subjunctive.  Basically it can be used as a main verb (in an independent clause), or as a subordinate verb.

I. Subordinate Verb

A. 3rd class conditional

1. This sentence is always introduced by , which is always followed by a subjunctive.

2. The helps distinguish between the 1st and 2nd class conditional.

3. If (ever at any time) we may (OR should/could/would) write…

B. Purpose clause

1. introduced by  (in order that)

2. always takes subjunctive

II. Main Verb

A. prohibitive

1. An aorist subjunctive preceded by (which means no)

2. Translate with the connotation “don’t even begin” (or there may be consequences )

B. futuristic emphatic

1. aorist subjunctive (or future indicative) preceded by 
2. 2 negatives enhance each other (they don’t make a positive)

3. “Definitely will not” “certainly not” “over my dead body” – this use basically rules out the possibility of the action ever occurring.

C. Hortatory

1. If all else fails, and you have none of those introductory words (i.e. - ) then your subjunctive probably falls in this or the next category.

2. The subjunctive will be in the first person

3. Translate “Let us…”

D. Deliberative

1. same as hortatory

2. only it will be a question

3. “Shall we…”
