3rd declension nouns

The end of last chapter introduced you to them.  There are various forms to know in this declension, unfortunately they’re not all consistent, and they compose of…most…of the nouns you’ll translate later in the year.

In order to know how to decline a 3rd dec. noun, you must memorize its nominative & genitive form.  From there you should be able to slap on the endings which you’ll find on page 101.  To memorize those endings you could try “” & “.”  This works for some.

Pray that when you encounter a 3rd declension noun you: 1- know the nominative and genitive form  2- the noun is accompanied by an article to help you determine that case.
