He has a number of peculiarities—there are arguments going on in his head all the time, he has a seemingly irrational fear of dogs but most importantly his entire life is read from a script. Three fragments of Kalon’s psyche jostle to read from it, and hence control his destiny. But which of them will be brave enough to read the final page, and what would happen if someone were to take it away?
The plot focuses on a number of important scenes from Kalon’s life, making imaginative use of dialogue, monologue, mime, dance and a little audience participation. The script is slick, witty and contains detailed stage directions and discussion points to assist those producers who may not be drama specialists. It contains a wealth of interesting characters for teenagers to play, including the deranged Ed Psych, a very old-school Sir, a driving test examiner obsessed with local history, Mabel (Kalon’s love interest) and Barbara (Kalon’s love disinterest). The script is also extremely flexible, allowing some scenes to be removed and new scenes to be devised by the performers.
