             MONARCH BAND BOOSTER GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING

                                         Thursday, November 6,2003

The meeting was called to order on November 6,2003 by Rhonda Nicklin. The first item on the agenda was a personal thank you from the co-presidents to all the parents who volunteered in so many different ways during the Fall marching season and helped the band booster organization support the band by being chaperones, “prop parents”, uniform fitters, fundraiser workers, helping with publicity, etc.  

The October minutes were approved with the following correction: in the Pampered Chef fundraiser report the corrected total amount of profit for the band boosters is $206.49.

Treasurer Report: Dave Webster reported that the current checking account balance is $10,076.76.  He also reported that most of that amount was due to the Entertainment Books money coming in, but the bill for them has yet to be paid. Estimated profits from the Entertainment Books should be around $2700 with that amount being divided between the student sellers and the Band Boosters in a 60/40 split. Profits from the Pampered Chef fundraiser were $206.49 and the Craft Fair Bread booth raised $239. 

The total profits from the Taco Feed have yet to be finalized because we have not received the bill from Papillion Jr. High for the cook and various supplies used. A motion was made and seconded to accept the treasurer’s report and the general membership  voted to approve this motion. 

Director’s Report: Mr. Walters thanked everyone for their support during marching season and was very pleased with the band’s success.  He reported that the school administrators made a visit to the band room and praised the band members for all their hard work and complimented them on their success at NSBA.  He announced that the band would hold its Holiday Concert on Dec. 14th at 2:30 p.m. in the North Gym and that it would be a joint concert and include the concert choir and the 8th grade band from Lavista Jr. High.  He also reported that Jazz Band and Game Band try-outs had been held and that there would be two Jazz bands with their “names” to be announced later.  Jazz Band 1 will practice on Mondays and Wednesdays from 7-7:45 a.m. and Jazz Band 2 on Tuesdays and Thursdays at the same time period.  Game band will practice in Friday mornings.  Mr. Walters also reported that Mr. Glover provided funds for the band to get a new piano to use and asked if anyone would like to volunteer to sew a cover for it.  He also is looking for a volunteer to paint and refurbish the insides of the used trap set boxes that he just purchased from the Heartland of America band.  These boxes will help protect our new trap set from being damaged.   He also would like a volunteer to make some tuba covers.  His last announcement was that the band had some “1945” show t-shirts available for purchase at the cost of $10 each.  

Publicity: Rhonda reported that Dave Miller is the parent handling the updates on the Band Boosters geocities site while Bonnie Maresch is on a temporary leave of absence.  The website can be found via a link from the PLHS site or directly at www.geocities.com/plhsbandboosters/.   It was noted that the school site needs its calendar updated. Bonnie will talk to the student webmasters, Pat Janovec and Stef Molli, about bringing it up to date.  Both sites need new pictures and it was decided to solicit those on the sites themselves.  Due to the limitations of the geocities site, Rhonda asked the membership to approve up to $10 a month for an upgraded web site for the band boosters. A motion was made and seconded to do this and the membership voted to approve this motion. 

Old Business: Carol Finley reported that 307 Entertainment Books were sold and we received a profit of $8.50 per book.  That amount will be divided between the students and Band Boosters in a 60/40 split. Pizza coupons and 43 free books were handed out to qualifying students. Ninety-three books were returned to the distributor.  Carol also reported that the butter braids, cookie dough and Christmas greenery orders were going well and that there would be extra greenery to sell at the Christmas concert because some items had to be ordered by the case.  She asked for volunteers to help sort and hand out the cookie dough and butter braid orders when they are delivered to the school on Nov. 18th.  She will also need delivery day help when the greenery arrives sometime between Dec. 1st-7th.

Rhonda reported that we had approximately 40 lbs. of frozen seasoned browned ground beef left over from the Taco Feed and asked if any of the members would be interested in buying it from the band boosters.  There are also leftover soft tortillas that were frozen and available for purchase.  Carol Finley reported that the leftover donated cookies and brownies were sold at a bake sale at the high school the week after the Taco Feed and it netted about $60. Jamie Rechkemmer announced that she would be placing an additional Proud Parent t-shirt order on Tuesday Nov. 11th.  Anyone still wishing to place an order should see or call her.

New Business: Rhonda reminded the members that the Spring Smorgasbord will be our next big project and that the Finleys will need many volunteers to make it happen.  Rhonda announced that Linda Shafer had agreed to be the chairperson in charge of the Silent Auction and thanked her for doing so. Rhonda said that she had officially extended an offer to hold the Spring Smorgasbord with the Titan Band Boosters and that they said that they would take it under advisement and let us know if they would like to join us in that event.  Meanwhile we will continue to plan and organize committees for the Smorgasbord and will once again ask each band students family to donate two salads or two desserts or one of each on the day of the smorgasbord.  It has also been a tradition for the each section of the band to create a basket to be auctioned off during the silent auction and that tradition will continue for those who wish to participate.

Additional fundraising opportunities: Rhonda gave information about a Weekender Fashion presentation that could help raise funds for the Band Boosters.  If 5 members of the Band Boosters agree to hold a Weekenders presentation at each of their homes during a designated two week period a portion of the guest sales would be donated to the Band Boosters.  Rhonda asked the members if they would support such a fundraiser.  A motion was made to hold such a fundraiser if five members could be found who would be willing to hold a Weekenders presentation in their homes. The motion was seconded and approved by a vote.  Rhonda also gave information about an offer Gary Baumert of RE/MAX real estate had made to give a .35% rebate to the Monarch Band Boosters on the sale price of any home listed or sold with his E-team when they request the Monarch Band rebate in advance.  A motion was made and seconded to give the RE/MAX plan the go ahead and the membership voted and approved this motion. 

The meeting was adjourned at 7:50 P.M.
