Satellite Dish Installation Requests

Like all other exterior modifications, requests dealing with installation of an exterior satellite dish must be approved by the Board of Directors before installation. 

 

The Association’s preferences for the location of the mounting include the following restrictions: 

 

Preferred locations are: 

1) Upper rear brick walls of the unit, but excluding the dinette extension for ranch units.

2) Lower rear sloping roofs, but excluding the dinette extension for ranch units.

Unacceptable locations for satellite dish installations:

1) On dinette extension walls for ranch units.

2) On dinette extension roofs for ranch units.

3) On sides of units (applies to only end units of buildings).

4) On any aluminum siding.

5) On the front of any unit.

6) On the fascia, soffits, gutters, or downspouts.

7) On area of chimney that extends beyond the height of the roof.

8) No wiring can be installed over gutters or over the top of the roof. 

 

The purpose of identifying these preferences is to keep the units’ appearance esthetically pleasing as possible and to allow for exterior maintenance (e.g.: painting) without interference.

Owners are responsible for any damage or leaks caused by the installation of the dish. In addition, when dishes are removed, owners are responsible for repairing the location where the dish was installed by returning the area to its condition prior to the installation.

To avoid any problems, discuss the location of the installation with your preferred installer prior to submission of your exterior modification request form.
