Dog Feces Violations – Effective August 15, 2005
The Board approved the following change in the rules and regulations of the Association at its July 11, 2005 Board meeting. As announced in the July 2005 newsletter, this change will be in effect on August 15, 2005. The 2004/2005 Board also recommends that this issue be revisited in Spring 2006 to determine if the changed feces fining process has been effective.
Owners should understand that the Board’s objective is NOT to make money by collecting “feces fines” from unit owners with dogs. Instead, the objective is to ensure that dog feces are immediately removed from the property. The Board’s objectives also include a simplification of the monitoring process by eliminating a tiered structure for dog feces fines. 

In May 2002, the Association adopted the Tinley Park ordinances that require immediate removal of feces. The Association’s rules regarding feces will not be changed. Instead, the fine process is now different.  The change to the Association’s rules and regulations would is as follows:

“It shall be a violation for the owner of any animal or dog to fail to IMMEDIATELY remove excrement from the common property of the Association that was left by their dog or other animal. For purposes of clarification, the turf immediately adjacent to the rear patio is common property, not unit owner property. 

Whenever feces are found on the common property near the unit of a dog/animal owner, a written violation notice will be taped to the rear patio door of the unit owner notifying them about the feces and that they are being fined $20. The mere existence of the feces on the property is a violation since it has not been removed IMMEDIATELY. 

Owners will be fined $20 each time feces are found near the unit of a dog/animal owner. Thus, repeat offenders will no longer be allowed to continually leave feces on common property and remove them within the previously-required period and never get fined.”
