$1,000 US toward the purchase of a book van to 
promote literacy. 

• SAFETY VILLAGE — $2,300 US to the Kiwanis Club 
of Springfield for a safety village teaching young people 
to be aware of traffic and other dangers. 

• SOUTHERN OREGON CAMP KIWANIS — $1,000 
US for promoting and operating this camp for 
disabled children and youth.
