Austintown Township Park: Take Western Reserve towards Canfield.  Turn right on Route 46.  Cross 224 & Shields Rd.  At the next light (Kirk Rd.), turn left.  The park will be on your right after going down a hill.  Once the races start (4:30) it will be difficult to park without waiting for all of the runners to cross the road in the park.  

Brookfield Community Park:  Take 616 out of Struthers into Hubbard.  Stay on 616 as it becomes 7/62.  Take 7 North outside Hubbard (essentially stay on the same road, but 62 splits off. You need to stay on 7.). 

Take a RIGHT on Stewart-Sharon Road (it will be about 1 - 1 ½ miles outside of Hubbard).

Brookfield Community Park will be about ½ mile down the road on your LEFT.

Buhl Park in Sharon: 

Columbiana High School: Take 170 towards Springfield.  Take a right on Western Reserve Rd.  Take a left at 5 Points (you want to be going towards Sheely’s – you’ll see the lake on your left).  Take a left on 164 towards South Range High School.  Stay on 164 past South Range High School & through the next light.  The next light that you come to will be in Columbiana (BK on your right, Dutch House on your left).  Go straight through this light and take a slight left (almost straight) through the stop sign.  Continue through the square.  At the first light after the square, take a left (past the old Columbiana High School on your left).  Go through a stop sign and over train tracks.  At the next stop sign, continue straight but turn left quickly afterwards into the school parking lot.  The course starts in the back, near the track.  The course is online at http://www.columbiana.k12.oh.us/Track/crosscountrycourse.jpg.  It might take a while to load…

East Palestine: Take 170 towards Springfield.  Stay on 170 (past the old Springfield High School – it will jog right at a blinking light & then left) until the light at 14.  Take a left at that light, then a right at (or a little before) the next light.  You will see a large “Welcome to East Palestine” sign.  Continue on this road through 2 traffic lights, across RR tracks, and then to the 2nd light after the tracks.  This is Main St. (Route 46).  Take a right on Main St.  Follow Main St. until you see a sign for East Palestine City Park.  Take a left on Park Rd.  You should be directed towards parking; if not, try to park along the road near the swimming pool.  

Girard Liberty Park: Once you get to Girard, you will see the JibJab Hot Dog restaurant (near 80).  Take a right at this street.  This will take you to the Girard football stadium.  You need to get around the stadium, so take a left at the stadium, then a right at the first street past the stadium, and another right at the first street past the stadium in this direction.  You will go down a hill, and Liberty Park will be on your left.  (There are shorter ways, but we don’t know street names – sorry!).  

Directions to Boettler Park in Green

Take 680 N & continue on I-80 W

Take I-76 W toward Akron (37 miles)

Take I-77 S towards Canton (exit is to the left) (6 miles)

Exit at Arlington Rd.

Make a right at exit and continue south on Arlington Rd. (entering Green township) 3-4 miles

Turn left onto Koons Rd. (go approx. 1 mile)

Turn right onto Massillon Rd. (rt. 241) 

Go about ¼ of a mile and park is on the right hand side.

Park to the right near the tennis courts.

Madison Outdoor YMCA: Take Route 11 NORTH to 90 WEST.  Go approximately 23 miles on 90 West.  Get off at EXIT 212 (Madison, Route 528) and head SOUTH (note that you will cross over 90 again).  Travel approximately 2 miles.  Look for RIVER ROAD.  Turn right on River Rd. and travel approximately 5 miles.  Look for YMCA OUTDOOR PARK signs on the LEFT side of the road.  Pull in the driveway & to the back of the park for parking.  Allow approx. 1 hr, 45 min.

Malone College: Take 224 (through Canfield) to 225.  Follow 225 to 62.  You will exit 62 before you see the Malone College sign (Market Ave?).  Turn right on 25th St.  You will see the campus on your right.  Parking is sometimes hard to find and there is a $3 charge for ALL SPECTATORS!  

McDonald Woodland Park: Take 680 to the Meridian exit.  Take a left at the light (off the exit).  Go past the truck stops, over 80, then take a right at the first light past the 80 intersection.  There is a small gas station at the corner.  You will drive on this street through a residential area.  Keep going until the road ends.  Take a left.  Stay on this road into McDonald.  Take a right on either Pennsylvania or Ohio Avenue (either one will take you to Woodland Park).  

Niles Stevens Park: To get to Stevens Park from Poland, take 680 to 422 (through Girard).  You will pass the Indoor Golf Dome.  Take a left at the McDonald’s (this should be 169, I think).  Make a right on to Hartzel Rd (several blocks down; street signs are kind of tough to see.  You’ll go through several lights & there will be a church on your left).  As you drive down Hartzel, you’ll come to a school.  BEFORE you get to the school, take a right.  You will go up a hill, and see Stevens Park.  Parking will most likely be towards the back of the park, but this means that traffic may be backed up at certain times because the course crosses the road.  

Salem Memorial Park:  Take 170 towards Springfield.  Take a right on Western Reserve Rd.  Take a left at 5 Points (you want to be going towards Sheely’s – you’ll see the lake on your left).  Take a left on 164 towards South Range High School.  Stay on 164 past Sheely’s & South Range High School.  Take a right at the light (165) past South Range High School.  Stay on 165 past South Range Middle School and into Salem.  Take a left at the light (to go towards 62 and Salem High School).  Salem Memorial Park, where we run, will be on your right.  You will take a right on Sunset Blvd. to get into the park.  If you get to Salem High School, or get into the town of Salem, you have gone too far.

Sharon/Sharpsville - see BUHL PARK in Sharon above…

Trumbull County Fairgrounds:  Get to 11 North.  Take 11 North to 305 (Cortland).  Take a left on 305.  Go through 2 stoplights.  At the next stop sign, take a left.  You should see a park, which will lead to Mosquito Lake.  Go around the park & lake, (the lake will be on your right).  Come to a stoplight and take a right on Hoagland Blackstub Rd.  The fairgrounds will be on your left (after about a mile or so).  They are on the corner of Hoagland-Blackstub Road and Everitt-Hall roads.  The entrance to use should be marked – cars should look for “Gate B”.  There might be people collecting a $1 per car parking fee.
