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Taking a look at the Portland, Ore.
Alumnau Chapter
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S TLAND reports

THE PORTLAND, ORE. ALUMNAE CHAPTER,
which was established in 1913, celebrated its 95th anni-
versary this year. The chapter’s goals are straightforward:
to engage members for life and to continue perpetuating
Tri Delta’s founding ideals. “We are a very social group,
having at least one activity per month, and often two,
planned,” says Chapter President Vicky Edwards, Oregon.
Activities range from social events to ones involving col-
legians and philanthropy. “Our goal is to have a good mix
of events to draw the interest of members from varied
ages and lifestyles,” Vicky says.

MEMBERSHIP

Members range from new graduates to Golden Circle
members and beyond who hail from chapters across the
United States. “Our shared experiences through Tri Delta
provide an immediate connection, despite where we grew
up or went to college,” says Julie Richardson, California/
San Diego. Carrie Christiansen, North Dakota, says,
“When I was in college we always used networking and
alumnae chapters as a recruitment tool, but I never imag-
ined how true that would be in my own life. After mov-
ing to a new city and not knowing anyone, one of the
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first things I did was contact the local alumnae chapter. It is
amazing how the women just embrace you.”

OFFICERS

There are 10 officer positions, and two officers have co-
chairmen. “It is great to have such a full officer board,
which meets monthly to help plan and implement events,”
says Vicky. Officers also have an annual retreat in June to
schedule events for the upcoming year and brainstorm ac-
tivities that might interest the chapter members.

COMMUNICATIONS

Many potential members hear about the Portland chapter
through its Web site, www.portlandtridelta.org. “We are
fortunate to have a talented webmaster who keeps it fre-
quently updated,” Vicky says.

The officer board preplans activities for a year and publish-
es the calendar of events in the chapter newsletters. They
strive to give as much advance notice as possible to ensure
the best turnout. Members are notified of events via a quar-
terly e-newsletter, which helps the environment and saves
money. Once a year, the chapter newsletter is snail mailed
to all Portland area alumnae members. This ensures that
everyone receives a copy, including those who do not have
e-mail. For each specific event, they send out an Evite (www.
evite.com), which allows advance notice of how many mem-
bers will be attending so they can plan accordingly.

EVENTS

Several of the events are annual and are very much an-
ticipated by members; besides the traditional activities of
Founders’ Day and Pansy Brunch, the chapter has held an
annual Champagne Dessert for the past 30 years. “Much
appreciation goes out to Tracey Clark, Oregon State, who
has been our Champagne Dessert host for all these years,”
says Vicky.

Because chapter members vary greatly in age and interests,
officers attempt to provide a wide variety of monthly ac-
tivities. Some activities are geared toward those who have
free time in the evenings, such as happy hours after work
and watching local sports teams, while some are more fam-
ily- and child-friendly. These include day trips to the zoo,
as well as music and movies in local parks. Other month-
ly events have involved book exchanges, watching regional
college sports at a pub and wine and chocolate tastings. The
chapter is excited to explore some new ideas in the com-
ing year involving career networking and additional phi-
lanthropy activities.

An important part of Portland’s activities is philanthropy.
Just as the Fraternity is committed to Children’s Cancer
Charities, Portland shares a continued interest in children’s
cancer charities on a local level. For the past several years,
the chapter has worked closely with the Children’s Cancer
Association (CCA) of Portland. CCA is a non-profit orga-
nization that was started in Portland in 1995 to bring pro-
grams, advocacy, information and support to seriously ill
children and their families. Every year, the chapter hosts
a Holiday Toy Drive that benefits CCA, and members vol-
unteer at the CCA Radio-thon. The 24-hour phone drive is
hosted by a local radio station in February. This past year
the chapter had six Tri Deltas participate, answering phones
over several shifts. Every dollar raised goes to CCA, and in
2008, the Radio-thon raised $413,000.

The chapter has also found that combining a philanthropic
need with a social event often improves participation. Each
year at Champagne Dessert in the fall, the chapter collects

sample-sized toiletries to donate to a local women’s shelter.
Some of members collect the samples from hotels they vis-
it all year long, knowing they will be making a difference.
“Champagne Dessert was the first event I went to as a new
Portland alumna,” says Kelly Asmus, Northern Arizona.

In the spring, the chapter has a book exchange. So, in ad-
dition to bringing a book to swap, attendees are asked to
bring a children’s book for charity. They donate all of the
books collected to the Oregon Burn Center. “We take great
pride in the continued efforts of our members to support
Children’s Cancer Charities,” says Vicky. “We are always
looking for new ideas and opportunities to volunteer, espe-
cially on such a local level. Together, we know we can make
a difference!”

COLLEGIATE/ALUMNAE RELATIONS
The Portland Alumnae Chapter supports the Theta Mu Tri
Deltas at Oregon State University (OSU) in Corvallis, now
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the only collegiate Tri Delta chapter in Oregon. Several
times per year, Portland alumnae have the opportunity
to spend time with the women of Theta Mu, which is 90
miles south of Portland. In the fall, the Portland Alumnae
Chapter, the Mid-Willamette Alumnae Chapter and the
collegians all gather for the annual Founders’ Day Brunch.
In the spring, the Portland Alumnae Chapter goes to the
chapter house in Corvallis and puts on an educational
seminar to help bridge the gap between college life and
what happens after graduation. In past years, topics have
included etiquette for job searching, resumes and man-
ners, health and well-being and finances and budgeting. In
addition to the above, Portland alumnae send love to the
chapter house and share support for their academics and
recruitment. They provide small gifts during each semester
to encourage them in their endeavors.

“Overall, we are very proud of our chapter and its accom-
plishments,” Vicky says. “But we also realize we have some
areas to work on.” Their current goals include increasing
dues-paying members and raising more money for their
philanthropies. The former involves educating soon-to-
be graduates at OSU about the many benefits of joining
alumnae chapters after they go through commencement.
“Joining your local alumnae chapter is a perfect way to per-
petuate the bonds of friendships which were formed in
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college and can continue throughout one’s lifetime,” says
Vicky. “I have really enjoyed maintaining my Tri Delta
friendships from the University of Oregon, and I am very
thankful to have met and become good friends with so
many wonderful Tri Deltas as an alumna. I really feel truly
blessed.” 3—

MY DAUGHTER KELLY HOFFMAN BOLINGER,
Texas, has a long history of supporting fundraisers for
Breast Cancer research. She walked in every event of-
fered in college; after college, she continued these ef-
forts, includ-

ing walking in

the Avon 3-Day,

which meant

walking from Ft.

Worth to Dallas.

Shereally feltlike

she was making

a contribution to

the research to

fight this deadly

disease.

On Nov. 1, 2006,

Kelly experienced a grand

mal seizure. After three

days of testing, she was

diagnosed with a brain tu-

mor. The moment she was

released from the hospi-

tal, five of her Tri Delta sisters converged

on her home to reassure her that she

would be okay. Kelly underwent successful brain sur-
gery in February and the benign tumor was removed.
Throughout her surgery, and the five days she remained
in the hospital, many of her best friends and fellow Tri
Deltas from across Texas were at her bedside.

The doctors are cautiously optimistic that it will not re-
turn. In true Kelly fashion, she doggedly pursued her
recovery. At her eight-month check-up, she comment-
ed to her surgeon that she could feel the screws in her
forehead when she was jogging and doing her sit-ups.
In shock, he reminded her that it had only been eight
months since she underwent more than six hours of
brain surgery. He suggested she take it a little easier for
a few more months.

Obviously, Kelly’s fundraising efforts took a little dif-
ferent direction. She recently participated in the Run

for the Rose, a fundraiser for the Dr. Marnie Rose
Foundation. This foundation was established in honor
of pediatric oncologist, Dr. Marnie Rose who died from
brain cancer. Kelly personally raised more than $3,000
for the fundraiser.

Unfortunately, one of Kelly’s best friends and Tri Delta
sisters from her collegiate chapter, Whitney Miller
Dombroski, was just diagnosed with breast cancer at age
29. Kelly immediately raced to her home in Plano, Texas,
to be at her side following the diagnosis. When the
double mastectomy surgery was performed, Kelly
was there with her and at her home caring for her
two young ba-
bies so her fam-
ily could be at
her bedside in

the hospital.

While in Dallas,

Kelly heard

about the wup-

coming Race for

the Cure to be

held in Dallas in

June. Kelly immedi-

ately called friends,

family and fellow

Tri Deltas to create

a team affectionate-

ly titled “Walking

for Whitney.” The

team wore pink t-shirts with a white Longhorn (the

University of Texas mascot) on the front and “Walking

for Whitney” on the back. There were even several fu-

ture Tri Deltas in their strollers for the walk. The word

has spread, and Tri Deltas from various new member

classes at Texas/Austin are all making pledges to the
race.

This letter is not written as a tribute to Kelly, but to her
Tri Delta sisters and the spirit of Tri Delta established
in Kelly and all her friends. They are an unbelievable
support team to each other. What other organization
can so inspire its members to drop everything and be
there for each other?
