Attendance: Regular attendance is essential for the development of language skills.  With the exception of scheduled test/composition days, you will be allowed 4 absences.  These are not “days off,” so use them wisely for events that may prevent your attendance (e.g., illness, funerals, weddings, etc.).  Three times tardy will be considered an absence.  Also, leaving the classroom for a considerable period of time will be considered a tardy.  Every subsequent absence after the fifth (5rd) absence will lower your final average by 1%. If you are absent, it is your responsibility contact a classmate to obtain missed information. In case of an ongoing problem (such as a personal crisis or chronic illness) the student should withdraw from this course and take it when circumstances allow fulfillment of the requirements.

Classroom behavior:   There will be no tolerance for disruptive behavior in class.  Do not arrive late. If you need to depart early, do so quietly after having cleared it with your instructor at the beginning of the class session. Cellular phones and beepers must be turned off and stored away.

Make-ups:  All tests and compositions must be taken on the date indicated on the syllabus or announced by the instructor.  There will be no make-ups of tests or other assignments unless the student presents official documentation of some extraordinary circumstance and the instructor accepts it as a legitimate excuse. You have one week to contact your instructor and make suitable arrangements. Only one major assignment (test or composition) may be made up this way. If you miss more than one, you will receive a grade of "0" for the second missed assignment. Check in advance the dates of tests and compositions on your syllabus. You are not automatically entitled to a make-up if you are absent.   

Participation (5 %): Your participation in class will be evaluated by your instructor.  Always prepare for in-class activities indicated in your syllabus.  Optimal participation includes–but it is not limited to—use of Portuguese; willingness to participate; cooperation to group work; and respect towards the class and your peers.  Being present in the classroom is not enough. 

Workbook and Lab Manual (10%): Write your exercises legibly.  Check the answer key (available at the LARC 128-G and Pullen Library Reserve) and make any necessary corrections using a different color pen.  Workbook will be collected at your instructors discretion.   No late work will be accepted.

Homework and Quizzes (5 %): Homework is indicated in the syllabus as the textbook exercises that you must do before you come to class. 

Compositions (15%):  There will be three in-class compositions, topics will be announced by the instructor. Dates are on the syllabus.

2 out of 3 Tests (40%): The exams will test, listening comprehension, grammar and vocabulary. Dates are on the syllabus.

Final Exam (25%):  The final exam will be given during Finals Week.  DO NOT make travel arrangements until you know the date of the final exam. Final Examinations will not be given  before Finals Week.  There will be no exceptions. If a student misses the final exam and does not present proper documentation for the absence, the instructor may deduct 10% of the grade per day missed.
