27. For me, the most telling lines in the play are Oberon’s in Act 4, Scene 1.
‘Come my Queen, take hands with me, and rock the ground whereon these sleepers be. Now thou and I are new in amity, and will tomorrow midnight solemnly Dance in Duke Theseus’ home triumphantly, And Bless it to all fair prosperity. There shall the pairs of faithful lovers be Wedded with Theseus all in jollity.’
Throughout the play, there is confusion, heartbreak, angst, and all sorts of madness that occur. However, by this one speech by Oberon, it seems that all the lose ends are tied up, and all the important characters are now heading in the right direction, and they will all soon celebrate. The celebration seems to be for the characters triumph over the last few days of insanity, not just a wedding, a way of congratulating them for the hard times being over. Personally, out of all the stories interwoven, the relationship most worrying is that of Oberon and Titania. They seem to be very cruel to each other in terms of fidelity, and Oberon ends up having Titania fall in love with a beast. However, they are able to make up and renew their love, and to me this means that if they can get back together, the couples can be happy in the mortal world. This goes along with the philosophy of my play, which has the magical community set up as totally different from the humans, more powerful and very quirky. If these immortals can settle a fierce rivalry, the human lovers can get their problems sorted (although, with the help of magic).
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
