UNICEF started systematic interventions in the district to strengthen routine immunization in June 2004. A number of activities were initiated and key technical, logistic and financial inputs were provided which resulted in concrete microplans, planning of vaccine requirements and other logistics, regular outreach sessions at village outreach and subcentre level. Planned UNICEF interventions summarized below:

· Framework for microplan

· Supply of AD Syringes from August 10th 2005.

· Developing instrument for monitoring of sub centres and immunization sessions

· Zero Dose OPV implementation

· Supply of cold chain equipment

· Mobility of health workers for outreach sessions

· Community Involvement / ownership of the PRI – GP level meeting

· Sensitization of Panchayat on RI and Polio in September 2005

· Tagging of SHGs with sub centers

· Analysing the present status- performance by sub centre and putting the data in GIS

· Technical, social mobilization, advocacy, monitoring support

· Funds-Rs 188000 directly to the district for outreach in February and March 2005

· Rs 78000 directly to the district for training on Community Based Planning in April and May 2005

· Setting up of Routine immunization and Polio Eradication cell at office of CMOH with one Social Mobilization Officer and two Data Entry Operators. The Cell is functioning since July 2004 and was involved in computerizing micro planning data as well as monitoring sub center activities. Now it monitors CBDP work.

· Extended critical support to SIA since April 2005 through integrated advocacy and strategic planning with general administration, Panchayats, health functionaries, ICDS and NGOs

· Deployment of Social Mobilizers through NGOs (Social Welfare Institute, Amanat Foundation Trust) and District Madrassah Board

· PLA exercise in backward villages

· Urban outreach immunization

· Involvement in RCH II District Plan Process
