The Supreme Court, on May 18, 2007, took up the application for contempt filed by the petitioner against the states of Maharashtra, Gujarat, UP and Rajasthan. It was argued that, in the absence of the compliance in these states particularly, there were major incidents of aberrations.  Gujarat had been rocked by fake encounters.  In UP, the government had ordered mass transfers in complete defiance of Supreme Court directions.  The Chief Justice of India, however, said that the matter of contempt would be taken up after the vacations. An up-to-date chart, showing the status of compliance in various states, was submitted by the counsel for the petitioner.  The Court ordered that the states be asked to submit their response to the positions indicated in the chart.  The matter would be taken up again in the first week of August 2007.
