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Clive Staples Lewis wrote much variety of genres, which means he has provided something for everyone.  He writes from poetry to science fiction, academic treatises to defense of the Christian faith, anointed correspondence to sacrifice fantasy. Therefore, as the days go by, his writings continue to grow and become more popular. However, the loss in his youth of his beloved mother left a deep impression on Lewis. Without her influence, and entrusted to the care of nonbeliever educators, he gradually lost his faith. His love of literature was lifelong. He eventually received an education at Oxford, where he taught for the longest portion of his life. A confirmed bachelor, Lewis unexpectedly fell deeply in love with Joy Davidman in the later years of his life. The joys of their life together and the grief of their parting upon her death are told touchingly in various volumes, most notably A Grief Observed, and the films entitled "Shadowlands." Lewis' stepson Doug Gresham also provides an friendly picture of the family in his superb Lenten Lands.

Beyond his academic life, it is worth rememboring that two international conflicts also very much marked his life. Lewis was a veteran of the First World War. Although not forced to serve, since he was actually a native of Northern Ireland, he volunteered to confront German imperialism. In the drains of France, Lewis was seriously wounded. However, this physical wound left less a mark on his thinking than the horror of fascism which burned during the Second World War. Some of Lewis' most significant writings were developed during the war years. Mere Christianity itself was based on a series of inspiring radio broadcasts that he delivered over the BBC as the British wondered whether or not they would survive the night in their bomb shelters. The Screwtape Letters, his original and insightful interpretation of correspondence between demonic tempters.

During his profession as an instructor at Oxford and Cambridge, he discovered that he can communicate the gospel easily to the “common people”, which is additional evidence to his skill. Lewis’s theology would focus always on Jesus Christ. That is why his Chronicles of Narnia series do not surround the human protagonist, but around Aslan himself. The Chronicles tell the different adventures of English children as they visit the kingdom of Narnia and all in love with the lion Aslan. As a child, Lewis always favored fairy tales and fantasies. As an adult, he decided to write one, and so began The Chronicles of Narnia. Rather than planning to write a fictional book that succeeded in using apologetics, Lewis admits that the element of Christianity, as with Aslan, entered of its own harmony. No matter what Lewis wrote, his religion would greatly impact all of his works. 


Even though Christian symbolism can be found in The Chronicles, Lewis recognized the importance of hiding the actual message to people who are not open to the beliefs of Christianity because they were told they should believe it. He believed that the best way to get past those who are not open to the idea of Christianity, was to present it in a fictional world, a world in which it would be easier to accept. The audience grows to love Aslan and everything that he symbolizes; they begin to wish for someone like Aslan in this world. After finding this love for Aslan, they will preferably transfer that love to Christ when presented with the Gospel later in life. It is important to remember that The Chronicles of Narnia are successful because many readers do not realize the similarities of Aslan to Jesus Christ. Even though Christian themes are present, the Chronicles do not depend on them.

Lewis' delightful sense of humor and wit found in both his fiction and non-fiction is inherited from his Irish upbringing. Clive Stapes Lewis was born in Belfast, Ireland in 1898.  He began his pursuit of truth as an atheist and ended up as a Christian. Walter Hooper, C. S. Lewis’ biographer, describes Lewis as being the most religious man he ever met. He died on November 22, 1963.

The Magician’s Nephew is one of the books from the Chronicle of Narnia series, which was written by Lewis. In every story, a theme is always given. Through this novel, Lewis mentioned that if you keep your faith strong and you believe in yourself, anything is possible. The magician’s nephew, Digory, wanted to find a cure for his mom and strived for it. Of course there were some hardships through his journey, doubts in his goals that he can not accomplish it, but he kept his head up high and achieved it. He did not do it by himself though, he had his friend, Polly, by his side to comfort him and give him confident. It was their cooperative works that lead them to where they are.
