 Team Expectations & Discipline Plan
Dear Parents/Guardians and Students,

This year at Heron Creek Middle School, we Freedom Team teachers are working hard to prepare and provide for a positive, engaging, and successful learning experience for all Freedom Team students.  This plan has been created to ensure all of our students have an equal opportunity to learn and to achieve academic success.

Note:  These are minimum expectations.  Students are still responsible for following all rules/procedures in the Code of Conduct, as well as any rules/procedures posted in individual classrooms.

Students who consistently follow these expectations throughout the year will receive positive recognition and rewards from individual teachers, Freedom Team, and the Heron Creek Middle School Administration. 

Discipline Plan

A discipline report (a.k.a. a “level”) can be written or initiated by any staff member and will be issued to a student by a Freedom Team teacher or the Freedom Team leader (Mr. Munnell).  The report must be signed by the parent/guardian of the student and returned the next school day (or a signed parent note identifying the report’s contents) to the issuing Freedom Team teacher or leader.  

The level system is in place for students who do not meet team and/or individual classroom expectations.

Level 1 – Sent home with student to be signed by parent/guardian (P/G) and returned the next day.

Level 2 – Sent home with student for P/G signature, returned the next day, and student lunch detention.
Level 3 – Sent home with student, signed by P/G, returned the next day, parent conference (in-person or via telephone), intervention assistance team action.
Notes:  A teacher may send a student whose misbehavior/misconduct interferes with a lesson or the learning environment to an alternative seat in the classroom or to a different Freedom Team classroom (with or without a level).  A student with a pattern of repeated misconduct/misbehavior (incidents beyond level 3) will be referred to administration for disciplinary action which may include In School Restriction (ISR), Friday Night School, Out of School Suspension (OSS), or Expulsion.  In case of an incident of severe misconduct/misbehavior, a teacher may have a student removed from the classroom by campus security or refer a student directly to administration, bypassing the level system.
This plan should help teachers and parents correct minor misconduct/misbehavior without involvement from administration (school principals).
