COURSE DESCRIPTION:

Introduces beginning students to computers. Includes information processing, describes the function and architecture of computer hardware and software technologies. 

Includes data instruction representation, networks, operating system functions and programming languages.

Identifies management/organization information needs. Describes the role of Information System management including current practices and methodologies. Discusses ethical uses of computer hardware and software.

Other topics include history of computers, the impact of computers in society and the use and importance of the Internet.

· Discuss the use of computers in society, in business, industry and in their chosen career.

· Distinguish among four general computer applications: word processing, database, spread sheets, and graphics.

· Distinguish between operating systems and applications software. 

· Understand what is the Internet and how can they benefit from using it.
