VERB TENSES
· English has three principal time divisions: PAST, PRESENT, FUTURE.  expressed   by the simple tenses. Each division is subdivided into tenses so as to express other aspects within its general time.

· The   basic   English sentence contains a SUBJECT, a VERB and a COMPLEMENT. their word order changes according to whether a sentence is AFFIRMATIVE, INTERROGATIVE or NEGATIVE.
· Always it is needed a subject (noun or pronoun). Except the IMPERATIVE

· In general verbs can be REGULAR or IRREGULAR

SPECIAL CASES: AUXILIARY VERBS
Normally they don’t have a progressive o continuous form except “TO BE” and           “TO HAVE”.
They can join the verb directly or using “TO”:

a) TO BE, TO HAVE, OUGHT and USED go always with the infinitive with “TO”:

I used to live in Pisco
b) TO DO, CAN, MAY, MUST, WILL and SHALL go always with infinitive without “TO”

Britney does her Spanish homework.


You can drive the car.


They may leave the class.


We must kiss you.


Mary will keep you busy.

c) TO NEED and TO DARE go with infinitive without “TO”, except when auxiliary “DO” is used:


He need not go / he doesn’t need to go
d) Contractions can not be used at the end of a sentence.


I’m not English, but he is. (but no “but he’s )
e) All auxiliary verbs can be used in contraction in negative sentences:


You aren’t well 


I haven’t any paper.


You won’t go.

USES OF THE PRESENT SIMPLE

We use the PRESENT SIMPLE to talk about:

· Habits or regular activities and situations: Pamela gets up at 5:00 a.m. They meet on the stairs. Mary and Julio live in San Borja. 
· Facts and attitudes that  are generally or always true. Nurses don’t have an easy life.  Alice likes nursing.
· We don’t use the present simple to talk about things that are in progress now, that are temporary. We don’t say: Look! It rains. We have to use the present continuous. look! It’s raining
· In the affirmative, the present simple has the same form as the infinitive in all persons except the 3rd person singular (he, it, Paul, The flat, etc.). we add  -s in the 3rd person singular: Alice gets up at 
· With the verb that end in –o, -ch, -sh, -ss, and –x ( go, catch, wash, kiss, fix, etc), we add –es  in the third person singular. : Alex goes to school at 7:15. He usually catches the bus 
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
