





Prepositions are linking words. A noun or a pronoun always comes after a preposition. This noun or pronoun is called “the object of the preposition”. Together the preposition and its object are called “a prepositional phrase”.
A prepositional phrase usually describes or modifies a noun, pronoun or a verb. Prepositional phrases express time, place, manner, or a certain characteristic.

Many prepositions but not all are little words. Some common prepositions include: in, on, at, near, of, from, with, without, by, around, about, out (of), inside, outside, above, through, below, under, over, into, toward(s), etc. 

In the example, all prepositional phrases have been underlined for you.
