Open door & Answer to Prayers
I just returned from a short family visit in Canada. Because of our uncertain future in Hungary in regard to the education of our children, financial considerations, and the church not really used to have pastors “long term”, I felt it necessary to seek God for an open door in my home country. 
I joined the Baptist three years ago, and I really felt it was the denomination I wanted to stay with. From having no prior knowledge of them in Quebec, I saw that after five days I was offered my heart’s desire: to be part of a pastoral team in Montreal, and to work helping other churches to develop through evangelism. The details of that new ministry are yet to be defined, but this is the general direction. I will be officially starting in September. We will be flying on June 12. 
Still Things To Do
This week, every day, our church in Pecs is involved with 7 other churches in city wide evangelism. Between now and June: I will have 7 evangelistic meetings in 7 cities or villages, a five day missions trip to Romania where I will lead a team of 16 from our church, father and son’s meeting, coffee house, children’s festival, house groups, and regular preaching.

You could pray for the above mentioned ministries, and especially for our family. This will be the fifth time we start in life, as far as things go, from zero, beyond suitcases. We will need, as usual, God’s supernatural care… Please also pray for new leaders in Hungary to be raised up to continue to take initiative in areas where we innovated.
