As you know, a few months ago we decided to return to Canada by the end of the summer. At that time we chose not to continue our church that was at a very early stage, and we encouraged those that attended to join some of the existing fellowship in our area. We then also started to attend a Baptist church. 
Following my visit to Canada in April, I was happy to think of coming to my home country to be close again to my family and many friends. I was looking to God for his leading in every area. Without a permanent place to stay, work, church or ministry that was for sure, we could only put our future in His hands.

Unexpected Open Door

Back in Hungary, and after preaching a Sunday morning and evening in the church, I was approached by the leaders to see if I would consider ministering in their midst as a missionary pastor. This did not come totally as a surprised because I thought it was possibly in God’s plan, and I had prayed that I would know fast: the offer came two days after that prayer. I had made myself available to Him for anything, and now, His people were asking for help. It was interesting that as I met with a gypsy pastor  in the planning of some special evangelistic events I mentioned to him that it seemed that now God was sending us back to Canada. He simply said: “God is not sending you back, He brought you to Pecs, and this is your place. I wish you will stay”. At that time I could only say that we were on our way, but about one month later, the church finally voted with 91% to have me join the pastoral team. 
Our decision to accept this position was not easy because we wanted to be sure it was from Him, and the best both for our family and the church. I look forward to serving in the midst of a wonderful community of believer of over 300 members, ministering along a humble servant of God that has been the pastor for nearly 10 years. 

“Time Team” coming to Hungary
We will have 15 evangelistic events in 11 different cities and villages, with a team of 18 Americans, ministering the gospel through creative arts, and effective preaching. Through planning those events I was privilege to get to know other churches and faithful servants of our King. I realized that in the country side there are but few evangelistic efforts and I pray that in the future God will open doors to help many small struggling churches.
