We definitely enjoy living in a larger home, but especially to be right where our mission is. We feel at home and we are blessed to be part of what God is doing in this part of Hungary.

New Bible Study
Thank God for the team that is still coming to us from Budapest on Saturdays. Yesterday for the first time I did not have to start on the three hours drive to come here. This time two cars came up. One of them broke down on the way, but at the end it all worked out. Once or twice a month we will go to Lakocsa, a village on the Croatian border where a family is waiting for us to study the bible and worship. Neighbors are joining, and last time even the village priest. I hope to have regular meetings in other nearby villages.  In Fonyod, near the Lake Balaton we have been doing the Victorious New Believer’s course with two couples.
New Believer’s Course
I think this will be my main strategy! It is a six week course through which we cover the foundation of the Christian faith. Claudia and I are both teaching the course every week. I trust that with this kind of investment we can help people the most as they start on their new journey of faith.

· We want to use our Saturday meetings as much as possible for special events. Our next one will be an evangelistic “Gospel Illusion night”. I am hoping to schedule 2 concerts as well.
· April 2, I was invited to do an evangelistic meeting for 800 teens in Bekes. Some of them will be already believers, and many others not. Pray for salvations!
· Adequate support and health care for the family.

· We would like to start a bible study on a University campus. Pecs has several of them, and it would be great to reach into that community.
· This week I will be looking for language school where I could perfect my Hungarian. 

· Pray for the schooling of our children. Also that God would give them some friends. 

· Pray for the Saturday team that is joining us. That it would continue… We would love to have team members joining us. Some are praying about this in Budapest. 
Move of God in Romania
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At the end of January Sofia and I went to Brasov for 5 days. I quote from the couple’s news letters that has a ministry in the schools over there: “The Kingdom of God taking over high schools in Brasov: January brought Pastor Francois, former magician, who came with us to high-schools for two days doing tricks and presenting the Gospel to 350 students. On Wednesday evening he prepared a special show...250 people filled our church (we only have 130 seats normally), out of which more than 150 were high school teenagers. On the follow-up Saturday we were 21 altogether, 7 being from the high schools.”
