New Territories

Dear friends! I did not write now for the last three month, and it seems that our life is taking a brand new shape. We are thrilled to see how God has led us, and how the details of His plan have fallen into place in a rather “scary” way. What we are experiencing could not have originated in the mind of men.
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Our church in Pecs has become a true spiritual home, and the new found fellowship within the Baptist community in Hungary has opened countless doors. After praying that God would increase my territories, I am praying that He would teach me how to “occupy” it.

I would like to share briefly some of the highlights of the fall:

Recognition of ordination
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The Baptist mission’s committee has decided to recognize at 100% my ministry as a pastor within the denomination. I have found much wisdom, encouragement and inspiration with the other pastors. I have much to learn from their experience, and they are open to learn new ways in evangelism. It is so good to work again with a “big team”!
House Groups

I initiated the leadership to help start 12 groups that will be meeting regularly for fellowship, evangelism, prayer, bible study, English bible study, and other specialized activities. It is the vision that at least ounce a month the majority of the members of the church would have an opportunity to meat in a small group.  

Street Work

Every Friday evening I lead a group from the church in evangelism. I use tricks to preach to a crowd, and then we make personal contact. Thank God for the participation from people of all ages!

Illusion Show

I presented twice last week a full one hour gospel magic show, at a children festival, as well as in a school. This Saturday I will perform in a town without an evangelical church. In December I will be performing in a school, and a poor village, where the mayor will use his December salary to buy presents for the children. We expect about 300 people for that occasion. In January I have evangelistic events and training planed with two other Baptist churches. I am planning to bring my program to the many villages around Pecs this winter. 
Coffee House

Once a month we have a “Coffee house” in the church. I preach there on special themes like: “Hearing God’s voice”, “Life after Life”, and we enjoy good music, fellowship and baked goods. The new faces make it all worth it!
