Applied Concepts Journal

12 points
For each chapter in the textbook (excluding chapters 1 and 2), you will write examples of two concepts.  You may choose concepts from the terms list I will provide to you for each chapter.  Your examples may be personal experiences that relate to concepts, observations you have made, or literary examples you have found.

First write the concept you are describing and then on the next line begin your example.  Make sure you describe how your example fits the concept.

Here is one example of an applied concept for the Development chapter:

Development (Chapter 12)

1. concept = animism

When my brother Jim was six years old, he had a toy lizard that he used to carry around with him everywhere.  He named it “Chad” and used to talk to it all the time.  He used to make Chad attack the rest of the family, and then say that he couldn’t do anything about it because Chad just wouldn’t listen to him.  This is an example of animism, in Piaget’s preoperational period, when children believe that inanimate objects are alive and have feelings, intentions, and consciousness.

2. (continue with your next example)

** NOTE:  This is a graded activity that you do not have to complete alone.  I want to encourage you to complete this assignment with one or two other students from class (No more than three people can work together, please).

If you choose to work with another person (or 2), what you need to do is:

· After you list the concept, write the name(s) of anyone who you worked with on that example.

· Each person needs to write up the example in his or her own words (There cannot be 2 or 3 exact copies of the example).  So once you talk about an example, make sure you each write it up separately.  Exact replicas of examples will not be accepted.

I will be grading you on 12 of the 16 chapters (one point from each chapter).  I encourage you to complete this assignment for every chapter, as it will provide you with a study tool for the midterm and final exams.
