Minutes of last meeting

The Minutes of the last meeting were accepted.

Treasurer’s Report

· The balance on the account stands at € 1,355.
· Quiz Nite generated record takings of € 470, in part due to the donation of food from Jane Warren.
· The new bank account with ABN Amro has been set up. The current balance in the Postbank account will be transferred across.
· Donations have now been received from 35 families in total.
· The PTA decided to fund in totality the Fun Day in Nooitgedacht on June 29th.
Old Business

· Nigerian Children’s Day – the day was judged to be a great success and much enjoyed by all. A donation of € 38 was added to amounts collected on Nigerian Children’s Day, enabling a total donation from the School of € 150 for the Nigerian Children’s Home.
New Business

· Bike Hash barbecue – The PTA decided that if the barbecue is intended as a fund-raising event for the Cubs, then a separate donation will be made to the Cubs. If not, the PTA will fund food and drinks for the children at the barbecue, with adults paying.
