Marxism
Marxism is the basis of communism. This social theory claims the equality between different social classes and it strongly encourages the working class, oppressed by bourgeoisie, to unite and fight against this force of oppression. Marxism is also a political practice which suggests that the government controls everything so that everybody is on the same financial and social level. In Frankenstein, Victor Frankenstein is equal to the bourgeoisie and the creature is similar to people that belong to the working class. Victor creates the creature and abandons him, giving the creature no chance to survive, just like the bourgeois who controls jobs and leaves no opportunity to the proletarian to make their fortune. Victor thinks that he is the best and rejects the creature due to his ugliness; this act reflects the snobbism of the middle class regarding the working class. However, unlike the large population of working class, the creature is alone. He is the only one of his species, therefore he wants a mate, someone he can unit with. The murders of the creature are like a proletarian revolution. The creature kills Victor’s relatives to overcome the oppression that Victor put on him. 
Feminism
Feminism is a social movement which fights for the social equality between men and women. Feminism aims at the protection of women’s right. Feminists think that men give no opportunities to women for their success in the domain of politic and finance. Therefore, women should unite and declare a better position in society. A feminist analysis of a novel consists of exploring in depth the image of the female body, the female language, the relationship between the female psyche and women’s writing process, and the influence of the society on women. There are several stereotypical female characters in Frankenstein, for instance, Elizabeth. She is the symbol of beauty and kindness; she also represents the emotional part. In contrast, there is Safie, who decides to disobey her father and choose her own destiny, thus she is able to lead a happy life. Shelly suggests implicitly that women should cease being puppets and do what they want. There is a similarity between the creature and women of Shelly’s time. People give no chance to the creature to prove his kindness; they reject him because of his physical difference. In the same way, men disapprove of women’s ability due to their physical weakness. In the book, many male characters have female characteristics, like Henry Clerval. Clerval is like the guardian angel of Victor, he nurses Victor during his convalescence and gives care like a woman does. The creation of the creature by Victor is like a procreation of his offspring; in this case, Victor fulfills the typical job of a woman. By inserting those parallelisms, the author suggests that there is no confinement on what men can do and what women can do. Like her mother, Mary Shelly thinks that women should be educated so that they can be a better spouse. 
    Psychoanalysis
  Psychoanalysis consists of analyzing the motive behind the characters’ actions through their consciousness, subconsciousness, and through the influence of the circumstance. Often the character’s subconsciousness is expressed through dreams, language, or through his doppelganger. Psychoanalysis is very important for Romanism novels because books from that period usually emphasize more on emotions and human mind. The story of Frankenstein starts on a land of ice, which suggests that something is going on under the ice. Victor dreams about Elizabeth, but she transforms to his mother. This dream can be associates with Oedipus’ complex, Freud’s theory which says boys are sexually attracted to their mother. In the dream, Victor identifies Elizabeth with his dead mother; which foreshadows the death of Elizabeth herself. In the story, Victor has numerous chances to kill the creature, but he does not because he already considers the creature as a part of him and this corresponds with the idea of doppelganger. Like Lucifer and Satan, Victor and the creature are actually the good and the evil side of a same person. They can not do without each other. Victor talks in the passive form and the creature in the active form; Victor does not talk much and the creature is eloquent, they complete each other. Frankenstein needs the creature to know about himself because what the creature does is what Victor wants to do. The author’s social background is also important in psychoanalysis. Mary Shelly shares the same isolation as the character that she creates: Victor. They both lost their mother when they are young. Shelly explores her subconscious through her creation: the book, and Victor Frankenstein discovers his true self through the creation of the creature.
