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TOOLBAR
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Back: Goes to previous site that was visited.
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Forward: Advances one screen.
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Reload: Loads the URL address again.
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Home: The original starting location when you open Netscape.
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Search: Takes you to a “search engine” to begin searching for a topic.
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My Netscape: Takes you to your personal start page.
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Print: Prints the current web file showing on the screen.
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Security: This sets the security for using Netscape – do NOT change, enter, or delete anything.
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Stop: Stops loading the current URL address.
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Netscape Logo: Shooting stars appear anytime data is being transferred to or from your computer.

MOVING AROUND WITHIN THE WEB PAGE

a. HAND: used to get to a link


b. ARROW: used to scroll up and/or down the page

c. LINKS: these are underlined words, phrases, or pictures.  They take you to another web page or another location on the same page.  

d. BOTTOM OF SCREEN TEXT LINE: shows the address of a link, tells you what you are pointing at, tells you when the document is loading and is finished.

e. NETSCAPE ICON: tells you that Netscape is working - if there is no movement on the icon, Netscape is NOT working.


f. BOOKMARKS:

1. Have the page you want bookmarked showing on the screen.

g. LOCATION/URL (Uniform Resource Locator): This is the Internet “address”.
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example: http://www.netscape.com

http
this stands for “HyperText Transmission Protocol”, the language used by Web servers and browser software

://
this tells the computer that what follows is an Internet address

www 
this stands for “World Wide Web”, a collection of Internet sites

netscape
this stands for the browser/company/organization that creates the web page(s), it is called the  “HOST NAME”

com
stands for the type of company/organization - called the “DOMAIN IDENTIFIER”






com  = company






edu   = education






gov   = government

de  = Deutschland (each country has a  code)






gov   = government






int     = international organization






mil    = military






net    = networking organization






org    = nonprofit organization












A Web address (URL) can be typed in one of 2 places:

1) [image: image17.wmf][image: image18.wmf]Location bar  






Note: Press RETURN or ENTER on the keyboard after entering an address (URL).

2) Click FILE on the menu bar.

Click on OPEN PAGE in the dropdown menu.

Type in the URL.

Make sure “NAVIGATOR” is chosen.

Click on OPEN.

After the address is typed in and opened, a message will appear at the bottom of the screen telling you the status of your connection.  First the site is “looked up”, then the site is “contacted”.  After the connection is made, a percentage figure of the amount of data loaded appears along with the size of the file.
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ERROR MESSAGES

The “unable to locate the server” error message is one of the most frequent seen by web users. The most common reason for it appearing is because of a mistake when typing the URL.  Re-check the address, especially for case-sensitivity.  If the address is correct, it is most likely that the site itself no longer exists at that address, or is not available at that time.
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Another error message specifically lets you know that the site no longer exists at the URL typed in:

BOOKMARKS
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Bookmarks help mark your place on the Internet so that you can quickly return to a favorite spot.

TO SET A BOOKMARK:

1. Open a site for which you wish to save the location.

2. Choose Add Bookmark from the BOOKMARKS menu.

3. When you wish to go back to a site select that site’s name from the list under BOOKMARKS.

TO ORGANIZE BOOKMARKS:
1. Choose WINDOW and Bookmarks from the menu bar.

2. Choose ITEM and Insert Folder from the new menu.

3. A dialogue box appears in which the title and description of the folder can be typed.

4. Drag and drop individual bookmarks into appropriate folders.
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SAVING BOOKMARKS

To save bookmarks to a floppy disk or the “H” drive:

1. Choose BOOKMARK and Edit Bookmarks.

2. Choose FILE and Save As.

3. From the dialog window decide where the file should be saved – on the “A” or “H” drive, and enter the name of the file.

4. Click on SAVE.
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To Import bookmarks from the “A” or “H” drive:

1. Choose BOOKMARK and Edit Bookmarks from the main menu.

2. Choose FILE and Open Bookmarks File.

3. Navigate to the “A” or “H” drive, click on your bookmark file, and click on OPEN.

Using Saved bookmarks:

1. Start Netscape Communicator.

2. Click on FILE and choose Open Page.

3. Click on CHOOSE FILE.  Navigate to the “A” or “H” drive and choose your htm (bookmark) file.

4. Make sure Navigator is chosen (not Composer).

5. Click on OPEN.

6. A custom page appears with all your bookmarks as hot links.
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[image: image25.wmf]RETURNING TO A VISITED SITE

Sometimes it happens that you need to go back to a site that you visited during your Netscape session – and no bookmark had been set for it!

To see a history of your session:

1. Click on GO on the menu bar.  Appearing below the line will be a list of visited sites with the most recent listed at the top.

2. To return to a site, scroll down and select the desired site.

3. This history is erased when the user quits Netscape (unlike Bookmarks).

OR

1. Go to COMMUNICATOR on the menu bar, click on TOOLS, click on HISTORY.

2. Appearing will be the list of sites from the current session along with the URL.

3. To open a site, just double click on it.

4. To add a site to your bookmark list, click on FILE and ADD TO BOOKMARKS.
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OR
1. In the URL line, type  about:global

2. This will bring up the global history for that computer.

3. Every site is listed by URL, date, and time.

4. To open a site, just click on it.
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HELPER APPLICATIONS

To read, view or play various multimedia files on the Internet, Netscape needs certain external applications.  These “helper apps” are downloaded and installed on your computer and then Netscape is told where to “find” these helpers.  For example, when you want to play a QuickTime move, you need QuickTime or QuickTime for Windows.

When the appropriate application hasn’t been introduced, a message appears when trying to download a file that requires a helper app:
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You will then be asked if you want to save the file, launch an application, or cancel the download.

PLUG-INS

Plug-ins add features to Netscape itself.  A plug-in is a type of a helper app that runs directly within the Netscape window and has the ability to interact directly with other Netscape functions.  Unlike external helper applications, with a plug-in there is no need to go to an additional program.
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SEARCHING ON 

THE ‘NET
Search Engines should be used when you have a specific topic.  Enter keywords and retrieve a list of relevant sites.

SEARCH ENGINES

· Are based on software that scans the contents of servers on the World Wide Web

· Search various parts of the Web pages (including title, URL, some text) and produces large indices of data

· Are unique and vary in the size of their databases, how frequently they update, and the search options they offer

· Are searchable by keyword

MULTI-THREADED SEARCH ENGINES

· These engines allow you to search several engines simultaneously and obtain a more complete list of hyperlinks.

· An example of a multi-threaded engine would be www.metacrawler.com
·  A disadvantage to using a multi-threaded search is that you don’t have as much control over exactly what is being searched from each engine.

SEARCH TIPS

· Use quotation marks (“ “) around words that must appear next to each other (“block scheduling”)

· Use a comma to separate several names: (James Madison, Thomas Jefferson)

· Use Boolean operators: 

· and  (narrows search)

· or  (widens search)

· not  (narrows search)

· EXAMPLES:  science and math, science or math, science not math

· Use a hyphen (-) between words that must appear within one word of each other (music-digitized)

· Use the “HELP” feature available on the search tool

· Keep your search entries “SIMPLE”.  The more specific you are, the faster and easier you’ll find the information you’re looking for.

· Spelling DOES matter!  If you don’t know how to spell a word, use another similar word that you DO know how to spell.

· Search tools treat a phrase as ONE entity.  If you’ve been too specific, you may miss information.  If a phrase doesn’t garner you usable information, you may have to search with a broader topic.

· Search results are organized into categories and sites – what’s the difference? Categories are TOPICS that connect to additional sites; and sites are actual web pages that contain information.

· When you type in a “keyword” for a search, the search tool looks for your word or phrase in the category titles.  For sites, it searches both the title and comment.

INFORMATION NEED
CHARACTERISTICS OF THE SEARCH ENGINE

I have an idea of a broad topic.  I want an overview of my topic.  I need to narrow it.
Organizes information as “subject trees” from general to specific topics.  YAHOO

I want a small number of relevant hits and an idea of what’s in each documents before I go to each page.
Hits have excellent summaries.  When you find a relevant hit, you can submit a “query by example” to locate similar pages.  EXCITE

What’s available on the Internet for my topic:
Searches the 9 major databases and integrates results.  Verifies that the sites are accessible (put a + in front of the keyword)  METACRAWLER

I want quality, evaluated sites that have reviews and ratings because I have limited time.
Smaller database containing descriptive reviews of sites.  MAGELLAN
Reviews and rates the “Best 5 of the Web”.  POINT
Small database with relevancy ranking.  WEBCRAWLER

I need to be a pinpoint search because my terms are narrow.
Massive and fast indexer of full text, good for very specific searches.  ALTA VISTA

Is there an encyclopedia of information on the Internet?
The MacroReference contains references to large areas of knowledge and FAQ’s.  The MicroReference contains short bits of information and references to specific subjects.  FREE INTERNET ENCYCLOPEDIA

I have common keywords that probably appear in many documents and should make my search specific.
Fast, powerful, with ranked results and many options for defining a search.  HOTBOT

I have common keywords in a phrase like NEW in New Orleans or A in Vitamin A that cannot be ignored.
ULTRASEEK includes words in a phrase that other engines ignore.

I know the date of an event and am looking for more information.
Can limit by date.  HOTBOT

I need programming language (e.g. JavaScript, ShockWave) web pages or information.
Can limit by programming language.  HOTBOT

I need balanced information from verified sources for a school research project to take home.
Has resources collected for the school’s curriculum.  LIBRARY CATALOG

I need scientific information, to back up the research for my science fair project.
ALTA VISTA rated best for finding scientific information on the Internet in a recent research study.

I need mathematics or statistics information.
MATHSEARCH locates material concerned with research-level and university mathematics.

I can describe my topic in a sentence (natural language).
Allows natural language searches.  INFOSEEK

I need information on a proper name (a place, person, or object).
Recognizes capitalization. ULTRASEEK, ALTA VISTA

A person search will retrieve the name in both reversed and normal order (Picasso, Pablo and Pablo Picasso)  HOTBOT

I want web pages from a geographic region.
Can search by continent.  METACRAWLER



I want web pages from an Internet domain.
Can search by Internet domain.  METACRAWLER, HOTBOT

I want to search for images and sounds (photos, art, designs, logos, videos, music, noises), media type (Java, VRML) or file extensions (.gif)
ULTRASEEK, IMAGESEEK, LYCOS MEDIA, HOTBOT

I need the correct words of a quotation and the author.
Searches phrases of any length.  OPEN TEXT

I want to get advice and opinions from others.
Searches archives of Usenet posts (Usenet is especially strong in computers, the Internet, science, recreational activities, sociology, psychology, k12 education).  REFERENCE COM, DEJA NEWS POWER SEARCH, EXCITE

Join a discussion group on a topic.  LISZT

I want to browse.
Subject tree directories with short descriptions of sites.  A2Z, YAHOO

(Pick from: Arts, Business, Computers & Internet, Education, Entertainment, Government, Health & Medicine, Just For Kids, News, Reference, Regional, Science & Technology, Society & Culture, Sports)

I want to see sites just for kids.
