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SCANNING A FLOPPY DISK FOR VIRUSES BEFORE OPENING A FILE
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Put the floppy disk into the “A” drive.
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Click on START.

3. Click on PROGRAMS.
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Click on NETWORK ASSOCIATES. 
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Click on VIRUS SCAN
6. The “VirusScan” window will appear.

7. Click on the BROWSE button.


8. DOUBLE-click “MY COMPUTER.

9. Click on 3 ½ Floppy (A:)
10. Click OK.


11. You should now see the “Scan in” box pointed to the A:\ drive.

12. Click on the SCAN NOW button.


13. When the computer is finished scanning the floppy disk, you’ll see a “results” window.

14. As long as you see “NO INFECTED ITEMS WERE FOUND” at the bottom of the window, you are safe to use the disk.

15. If you see any viruses listed, do NOT use the disk.  Bring the disk to me and I’ll try to “clean” it.
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
