1. Print these instructions (it is easier to follow them). 

2. Connect to http://maps.google.com/maps (or hold down CTRL and click on this link here). 
3. Search for / type in “Trans Canada Way SE, Medicine Hat, Alberta”. 

4. Once you zoom in on this location, make sure that you’re on MAP view and not SATELLITE or HYBRID view. 

5. Follow Highway 1 out of the city to the east. Adjust your elevation to about 5 km up for best view. 
6. Pass by Highway 41 (which will be heading north – don’t follow!). Highway 41 will share Highway 1 for a short distance, “jogging over”. 
7. Pass by the Highway 41 continuation (which will be heading south – don’t follow!).

8. Take the 2nd left (Range Road 21) and head north. You may wish to zoom in to 1 km elevation for best view.  

9. Take the 1st right (Township Road 22) and head east. 

10. End at a T-junction for Range Road 20. Turn left and head north. 

11. Take the 1st right (an unmarked road). 

12. Adjust elevation to about 500 m and switch to HYBRID view. Follow this road. It will branch into a Y-junction and head up into the mountains to a dead end. Take this north branch and you will end at what appears to be some kind of small lake or watering hole. Center the watering hole on your screen and set the zoom to about 200 m elevation and look at the mountain outline around you. Imagine the watering hole is the Ipod “earbud”, and the road as the dangling wire. Combined this with the mountain outline surrounding this area and you will see a strange effigy – the so called Native Wearing His Ipod.
