	CHEMISTRY LABORATORY SAFETY RULES AND CONTRACT

For Ms. Vo’s classes
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GENERAL

1. Study the laboratory procedures prior to class.

2. Ms. Vo or another teacher must be present during the performance of all laboratory work.

3. Perform only those experiments specifically designed or approved by the instructor. Unauthorized experiments will not be permitted. Follow directions exactly.

4. Perform all experiments carefully and in such a manner as to provide for the safety of all persons.

5. Report any accidents to the instructor at once.

6. Long hair should be tied back and long sleeves should be rolled up.

7. Safety goggles and aprons must be worn if instructed by Ms. Vo.

EQUIPMENT AND INSTRUMENTS

1. Be sure all containers are clean before using them.

2. Never force tubing or a thermometer into or out of stoppers. Always lubricate tubing with glycerin.

3. Use the glassware that Ms. Vo instructs you to use. Only alter instructions with the permission of Ms.Vo.

4. Never point the mouth of a test tube towards your face or towards your neighbor while you are heating it.

5. Do not reach over an open flame. Turn the Bunsen burner off when it is not in use.

6. Pass scissors, and other sharp-edged instruments with their handle extended when handing them to other students.

7. To avoid injury, keep instruments in their designated places when not in use.

8. Never pick up glassware that has just been heated. Hot glassware looks the same as room temperature glassware. It may be hot even though it does not appear to be.

9. Keep combustibles away from the flames.

CHEMICALS

1. Read all labels carefully before taking materials from the containers.

2. Never taste or drink anything in the laboratory unless specifically directed by Ms.Vo.
3. Never add water to acid. Instead add acid slowly to water and stir constantly with a glass stirring rod.

4. In case of a burn from acid or alkali, wash the affected area immediately with plenty of cool running water. Report to Ms. Vo at once.

5. When noting an odor of any liquid, do not put your face directly over the container. Rather, fan a little of the vapor toward you by sweeping your hand above the top of the container.

6. Dispose of all waste chemicals as directed by the instructor. Clean glassware as directed. Never return unused chemicals to the supply containers.

7. When working with chemicals that could injure your eye, you must wear eye protection.

8. Never pipette by mouth. When pipetting use a bulb.

9. Never eat, drink, or use cosmetics in the laboratory.

10. Report all chemical spills immediately to Ms. Vo.
