Calculator—Minimum of TI-30 or above, it needs to be scientific.  It will cost at least $10.  It needs to be able to handle scientific notation, and logarithms.  
If you plan on taking AP Chemistry next year, you need a TI-84 Silver edition (about $120), so you should probably get it now and get used to it.

If you plan on taking AP Calculus and AP Physics you need a TI-89 (about $160).

No calculators are banned from this course unless they act as a cell phone, or can send/receive messages.  More expensive calculators are much better, however they are more difficult to use.
