Regular Perth Fire sessions. 

Please note: All sessions are free, and any are welcome to attend, all we ask is that you respect other peoples equipment, your own safety and acknowledge that yes there are risks in setting things on fire that you must accept upon yourselves.If you use any fuel, a dollar or two toward its cost would be greatly appreciated. 

Weekly - Monday Nights – roughly 8pm onwards (earlier with bbq’s etc in summer, later or not at all if weather bad). South Beach, Fremantle
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Please note: Ocean Drive is not a through road, as that section has been turned into parking, so access is gained by driving to the very end of South Terrace, and turning right to cross the railway lines. The building directly in front of the crossing (roughly where arrow is pointing) is a café of some sort that we use as wind shelter in inclement weather, but otherwise we set up on the grass just to the south thereof.

Weekly – Tuesday Nights – roughly 9pm onwards

Near corner of William st & Monmouth st Mt Lawley
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Tuesday evening sessions are held on a driveway outside Cormac's Townhouse. The actual townhouse frontage is on William st, but the driveway is on Monmouth, about 30m from the intersections NorthEast corner (the one diagonally opposite the bottle shop). If nobody is there yet, hang around, someone will front up before too long :o)

Please note also, due to an island in the middle of William st, only southbound traffic can turn into Monmouth, so if coming from the south, take the previous turnoff (right into forrest) instead, or be prepared to U-Turn :o)

Monthly (well nearly) Full moon sessions at Leighton Beach
