Bylaws of the Quail Run Neighborhood Association

Residents and property owners within the area of the City of Lawrence, Kansas, bounded on the west by the east side of Wakarusa, on the south by the north side of 15th Street, on the east by the west side of Monterey Way, and on the north by the south side of 6th Street (Excluding Western Hills Neighborhood Association), have formed an organization to preserve residential, historic and aesthetic values of this residential area.

Name

1.
The name of the association is the Quail Run Neighborhood Association (QRNA).

Membership

2.
Any person residing or owning property within that area of the City of Lawrence, Kansas, defined above, 18 years of age or older and whose dues are paid, shall be a member.  Any person who supports the aims of the QRNA not residing or owning property within QRNA, may become an associate member by payment of dues, and shall have the privileges of regular members except for the right of voting.

3.
No person shall be excluded from membership because of race, religion, color, sex, disability, national origin, ancestry, sexual orientation, marital status or parental status.

4.
A minimum of two(2) general membership meetings, one of which will be the annual meeting, shall be held each year.

5.
Officers shall be elected for a term of one (1) year, commencing with the annual meeting.

6.
Special meetings of the members for any purpose or purposes may be called by the Executive Committee.  The business transacted at any special meeting shall be confined to the subject stated in the call.

7.
Written notice stating time and place of all regular and special meetings of members and the general nature of business to be considered shall be given by the Secretary or other person designated by the Executive Committee to each member, as shown by the records of the QRNA, by communication or letter delivered to his or her last known residence as shown on QRNA records, at least 5 days before the meeting.

8.
Notice sent to one member of a family living in one household shall be notice to all members in such family.

9.
The President shall call the membership meetings to order and shall act as chairperson of such meetings unless the members present shall designate another chairperson.  The Secretary of QRNA shall act as secretary of all meetings of the members, but in the event of his or her absence or failure to act, the Chairman shall appoint another person to act as secretary pro-tem.

10.
Members whose dues have been paid shall be entitled to vote.  Upon demand of any member, the vote for officers and the vote for any question before the meeting, shall be by ballot.

11.
The presence of ten or more members, who are able to vote, shall constitute a quorum.

12.
If a quorum isn’t present, those in attendance shall have the power to adjourn the meeting; a new meeting shall be called in one month.

13.
Dues of QRNA shall be $5.00 per household per year. The membership year shall be from annual meeting to annual meeting.

Executive Committee

14.
The property and business of QRNA shall be managed under the general supervision of the Executive Committee.

15.
The Executive Committee shall consist of 5 at large members and the elected officers of the QRNA.  Such persons shall be elected by the members of QRNA at the annual meeting of the members each year, or be appointed by the President if no nominee exists.  Each Member at Large shall serve for a term of one (1) year or until his/her successor has been elected, but shall be eligible for re-election.  An effort will be made to have a geographic balance of representation.

16.
If a Member at Large vacates a position, a successor shall be appointed by the President to serve until the general membership election.  

17.
Regular meetings of the Executive Committee may be held at such time and place as shall be determined by the President (or executive officer).

18.
Special meetings of the Executive Committee may be called by the President or shall be called by the President upon written request of a majority of members of the Executive Committee.

19.
Five members of the Executive Committee shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business, but if at any such meeting there shall be less than a quorum present, the members of the Executive Committee may adjourn the meeting until a quorum is present.

20.   The Secretary shall notify each Executive Committee member prior to each Executive Committee meeting.  The notice shall set forth briefly the purposes of the meeting.

21.
The Executive Committee shall recommend plans and policies to the general membership, executing the plans and policies adopted by QRNA.

Officers

22.
The officers of QRNA shall be the President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer, but Co-President, Co-Vice-President, Co-Secretary, and Co-Treasurer may be voted by the membership.  Co-officers shall share all responsibilities and authority stated in these bylaws.

23.
The officers of QRNA shall be elected for one (1) year, or until the election and qualification of their successors, by the members of the QRNA at the annual meeting.

24.
In the event of a vacancy in any office, the successor officer shall be elected by the Executive Committee, and such successor officer shall hold office for the remainder of the term, or until the election and qualification of his successor.

President

25.
The President shall have the usual power and authority vested in the office of the president of an unincorporated association, and shall execute the plans and policies of QRNA, and shall perform such other duties as the Executive Committee may prescribe.

Vice-President

26.
The Vice-President shall, in the absence or disability of the President, perform the duties and exercise the powers or the President and perform such other duties as the Executive Committee may prescribe.

Secretary

27.
The Secretary shall attend all sessions of the Executive Committee and all meetings of QRNA and record all votes and the minutes of all proceedings in a book to be kept for that purpose.  S/he shall give, or cause to be given, notice of all meetings of the members and of the Executive Committee, and shall perform other duties as may be prescribed by the Executive Committee, or the President under whose supervision s/he shall perform assigned duties.

28.
Assistant Secretaries.  Any assistant secretaries who may be elected shall perform such duties and under such supervision as may be prescribed by the Executive Committee.

Treasurer

29.
The Treasurer shall have general custody of the funds of QRNA and shall keep full and accurate accounts of receipts and disbursements in books belonging to QRNA, and shall deposit all moneys in the name and to the credit of QRNA in such a manner and in such depositories as shall be designated by the Executive Committee.  S/he shall cause the funds of QRNA to be distributed in such manner as shall be designated by the Executive Committee, and see that proper vouchers cover all disbursements.  S/he shall render to the Executive Committee at its regular meetings, or whenever they may require it, a proper account and statement showing the financial condition of QRNA.

Inspection of Books

30.
Any member of QRNA shall have the right to examine in person or by agent or attorney at any reasonable time, for any purpose, the bylaws, books, accounts, and records of QRNA and to make copies or extracts from them.  The Executive Committee shall cause the books to be audited annually.

Checks

31.
All checks or demands for money of QRNA shall be signed and/or countersigned by a person or persons designated by the Executive Committee.

Amendments

32.
These bylaws may be altered, amended, or repealed only by the following:




1.
Amendments shall be submitted to the Executive Committee by any voting member.




2.
The President shall cause written notice of proposed amendments to be distributed with a notice of a general meeting.




3.
Any changes shall be made by a majority vote of those QRNA members 




present at the general meeting.
